1. Brain storming

Elicit

"Please look at this picture. What do you see in this picture?"

"This is sort of a personality test."

"After we try it and talk about it." 

"Pick one rabbit that you like the most."

"Did everyone pick one?

"What did you pick?“

"How was this test? Do you think it is right?"

Model

(Write 'How to describe the Character of a person' on the white board.)

"Think about all the different people you live and work with. There are probably some people you get along with well, and others you don’t. 

People have their own character. When we try to describe someone's character, there is a variety of expressions. 

We are going to learn how to describe the character of a person."

CCQ

"Do you believe that you know about yourself? Your personality?
2. New vocabularies

Instruction

"I believe that you already know some adjectives about personality. Look at the words and pictures in this worksheet #1. Let’s guess Which picture goes with the adjective in the list." 

"I’ll give you a worksheet, but start it right now.“

(Distribute the worksheet #1)

Demonstration

"Please look at the paper, let's see the first one."

"How does he look?"

"Which word do you think match with? yes, correct.“

"Now, let’s do all the blanks by yourself. I’ll give you 3min."

	Students in groups play a profession and personality game.


	1. Speaking game with personality adjectives

Instruction

"Now, we are going to play a professions and personality adjectives game. There are 60 profession cards and 20 personality cards."

"I will give you 6 profession cards each, and one of you as a judge picks one personality card by turns. When the judge shows you the personality card that is picked, you choose a profession card in your hand which best matches the personality adjective and explain why. And then the judge will pick a winner. Then the role of judge moves clockwise and the next judge picks up a personality card."       

(Distribute worksheet cards)

Demonstration

"There are 5 players, 4 players who

are competing and one judge. If the

Judge’s card is ‘wise’, the 4 players 

select professions. The 4 cards the 

judge has to choose between are 

surgeon, newspaper editor, lawyer and 

diplomat. Each player gives their 

reasons for their selection and the 

judge can ask a few follow up 

questions. After a short discussion the 

judge then picks a winner (the judge’s 

decision is final). Players don’t win by 

having the right card, they win because 

they give the best or most interesting 

explanation."

How many profession cards do you 

have?

What does the judge do?

What do players do?

Who will end up a winner?

"Let's start from Ashley."

Monitoring

Monitor how is this game going. Help Ss when they are confused.

2. Conclude Lesson

"Does anyone have any question about what we learned today? Vocabularies, concepts, anything?"

Summarize today's lesson by checking new vocabulary and the contents in the text. Then do error correction about grammar and pronunciation during discussion and speech.
