	Topic:  Three phrasal verbs with ‘up’

	Materials:

	Aims:

· Main aim: Ss will be able to know different meanings of ‘take up’, ‘make up’ and ‘pick up’.
· Secondary aim: Ss will be able to use the three phrasal verbs in the correct situation.
· Personal aim: I want Ss to practice the use of the phrasal verbs communicatively rather than emphasizing on grammatical explanation. 


	Language Skills:

· Speaking: Ss will discuss in groups to answer questions during the class and participate in Bingo game in the main activity.
· Listening: Ss will listen to a rap song.
· Reading: Ss will read worksheets.
· Writing: Ss will make memos on their worksheets. 


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: /eɪk/, /ʌp/
· Lexis: take up, make up, pick up, reconcile, supply
· Grammar: phrasal verbs
· Function: identifying
· Discourse: board game


	Assumptions:

· Ss know language systems and four language skills. 

· Ss know various meanings of ‘take’, ‘make’ and ‘pick’ but have difficulties in using them correctly when they are combined with the preposition ‘up’.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If the students cannot find a correct meaning of the phrasal verb in the sample sentence,
· show 1-2 more sample sentences so that the Ss can guess the meaning.
· If the students have difficulties in the post activity,
· tell them to look up a dictionary.

	1. Brainstorming
Eliciting

“I will show you an interesting video. This is a rap song so the beat would be quite fast but it won’t be too hard for you to catch what the song is about. Are you ready?”
(Play the video)

“Was it too fast? What did you see in the video? What preposition did you hear repeatedly? Do you also use this kind of combination of ‘a verb + up’ when use English in your real life? 
Modeling

“Sometimes when a verb combines with a preposition, such as ‘take up’, it creates various new meanings and it is not easy for non-native speakers to use the phrasal verbs correctly. So today we are going to talk about these three phrasal verbs with ‘up’.”
(Write down ‘take up, make up, pick up’ on the board)

2. New vocabulary & grammar

(Hand out worksheet #1)

Instruction
“Let’s look at the worksheet together. There are three phrasal verbs on the left and nine meanings and synonyms on the right. Please draw lines to match the verbs with the right meanings. Let’s work in groups. I will give you three minutes. Try not to use your dictionary but discuss with your partners to find the answers.”
Demonstration

“Shall we do the first one together? Can you read the first line on the right side? To which phrasal verb on the left do you think you have to draw a line, then? Good job.”
ICQ

“How many meanings and synonyms each phrasal verb has?”
Monitoring

Answer students if they have a question.

“Time’s up, everybody. Let’s check the answers.”
Answer check

Check answers providing sample sentences.
3. CCQ
“In the phrasal verbs, what comes after the verb?”

“Do they have more than one meaning different from what the verb originally means?”

	1. Preparation
(Hand out worksheet #2)

Instruction

“Now, we are going to do an exciting game. I believe everyone knows how to play Bingo! Before starting, I would like to do one thing we need to do the game. There were three different meanings of each phrasal verb on the first worksheet, right? On the worksheet #2, please make a sentence for each meaning of ‘take up’. And do the same thing for ‘make up’ and ‘pick up’ as well. They will be used during the game. If you search Google, you can find a lot of good examples. ”
ICQ

“So how many sentences are you going to make in total?”
Demonstration
“Let’s do the first one together. Can someone tell us a sentence with ‘take up’ which has one of the meanings what we learned? Very good, then you are going to make two more sentences that have the other two meanings of ‘take up’. Is that clear?”
Monitoring

Help students who are slower than others (no time limit for making sentences but assist Ss to complete the activity in 3-4 minutes).
 “Okay, please let me know if you are done.”

2. Bingo game

(Hand out worksheet #3)

Instruction
“It’s time to do the game! There are two game boards on the worksheet. Choose one Bingo Board and fold the paper so that you are only looking at the board you chose. Very good. Can you read the sentences on the top? Thank you. Each student will pick one sentence among the sentences you made and read it one by one. While listening, look at the board and find a word or phrase that has the same meaning as the phrasal verb in the sentence. If you find the correct meaning, write an “X” over it and say “Bingo!” when you make 2 lines with the “X”s in row. The row of “X”s can be left to right, top to bottom, or diagonal. I have a gift for the winners.”

ICQ

“What are you going to do while I read the sentences?”
“How many lines you have to make to say ‘Bingo’?”

Demonstration

Ask student 1 to read one sentence and make sure everyone wrote an “X” over the correct word or phrase. 
Do the game together and give a prize to the winner.

Feedback

Read the sentences again and check the answers. Check if students have any questions.

	1. Free Production 
Instruction

(Hand out worksheet #4)

“In the same groups, let’s make a story with the phrasal verbs that we learned today. Please create a 5-6 sentences of a short story. Each phrasal verb should be used at least once in the story and can be used more than once with different meanings. I will give you 5 minutes.”
Demonstration
“For example, imagine that you are going to have a sleepover tonight at your home. ‘I woke up early in the morning and made up the bed. It took up the entire morning to clean the house. As they are not familiar with this area, I am going to pick them up at the subway station at 2pm.’”
ICQ

“How many minutes do you have?” 

Monitoring

Give a time-warning 
“Two minutes left”.

Feedback
Ask each team to present their story to rest of the students.
2. Conclusion

“Very good. You all did a great job. When you become a friend again after a quarrel, what phrasal verb you can use? When the economy of a country improves, what you can use?”
“Do you have any questions? If not, let’s finish today’s class. Thank you.”
