	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If Ss need linguistic help to express their opinions during games
( give them linguistic support by providing definitions and some examples.

· If some Ss keep quiet for fear of speaking to the other during games
( encourage them to speak with ease, but if they need, correct their errors immediately during the game
· If certain students dominates the class
( ask them to give other students a chance to speak
