· Main aim: Ss will be able to read and comprehend tourist brochures.
· Secondary aim: Ss will be able to get useful information from the materials effectively. 
· Personal aim: I want Ss to actively help each other to build comprehension.


	Language Skills:

· Speaking: Ss will discuss in groups and give a presentation to group members.
· Listening: Ss will listen to others’ presentations.
· Reading: Ss will read the reading material.
· Writing: Ss will make memos on their worksheets. 


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: /ʃ/ vs. /s/
· Lexis: enchant / prominent / stunning / remarkable / accommodation / transfers
· Grammar: adjectives
· Function: Comprehending and giving a presentation
· Discourse: Jigsaw game


	Assumptions:

· Ss know language systems and four language skills. 

· Ss are mature enough to know what information they can get from tour booklets (adults class)


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If Ss do not know how to play a jigsaw game,
· Use the whiteboard to visually show a rule and monitor each group until I check that they understood the rule correctly.
· If the main activity takes longer time than I expected,
· Give a clear time-limit instruction for the post activity to the Ss and let them to introduce their own tour plans in the next class as a review.

	1. Brainstorming
Eliciting

(Show commercial posters by the Australian tourist commission)

“What do you think it is? Yes, correct. Imagine that you see this poster somewhere and are attracted to the country so decide to visit there during your upcoming holidays. What information do you need to plan the trip? Where can you find that information?”

Modeling

“Right, if you go to any tourist attractions or visit online websites for tourists, you can see a number of brochures that have necessary and useful information for visitors. So, in today’s class, we are going to read two travel brochures together.”
2. New vocabulary
Instruction
“Before reading, let’s do a quick activity. 

(Hand our worksheet #1)

There are titles of the materials we are going to read and a list of vocabularies below. In groups, see the titles and predict which of the words you will find in the reading material. I will give you three minutes.” 
Demonstration

“For example, what is the first word? What does that mean? What is a synonym of the word? Do you think it will be included in the text?”
ICQ

“How much time do you have?”
Monitoring

Answer students if they have a question.

“Time’s up, everybody. Let’s check the answers.”
Answer check

Check answers and find synonyms of each word with the students. 
3. CCQ
“Among the words we reviewed, can you tell me what kind of adjectives you will see in tour brochures? Very good!“

	1. Jigsaw game
Instruction

“We are going to do another activity called ‘Jigsaw’. Has anyone done this before? Okay, I will show you what we are going to do. 
(Make home groups)

“You are sitting with your home group members, right? Then, I am going to rearrange seats and make ‘expert groups’.
(Use a whiteboard to visualize the rule)

Each expert group will read a different brochure and make 1-minute presentation to explain the material to your home group members. After then, you will return to your home group and tell the members about the expert material. Do you need any further explanation about the rule? I will give you 5 minutes to read and prepare. Let’s move to the expert group.
(Hand out reading material #1 to group A and material #2 to group B)
ICQ

“In expert groups, what are we going to do?”

Demonstration
“Let’s look at the brochure you have. To make the presentation, you have to identify the key information and put it into your own words. What do you think is key information you can find in the text? There will be tourist spots, activities, items included in the package, price, etc.”
Give a time-warning 

“3 minutes left”
“1 minute left”
Instruction
“Okay time’s up everybody. Please return back to your home group and tell the members about your material. Please don’t just show your reading material to your partners. I will give you another 5 minutes to share information.”
ICQ

“How many minutes do you have?”
Monitoring
Correct students if they comprehend incorrectly.

Feedback

“Okay, time’s up. How was it? Which part was most difficult to present to your partners and why?”
