 -Everyone may choose 2 pictures each and each person will first show a picture to the class up close and then stick the picture below the matching verb. 
(Demonstration
 -Let me demonstrate one as an example.
 -Which phrase does this picture match?
 (Show the first picture on "stuff up a nose" and stick it on the poster below the matching vocabulary.)
 -Why don't _____ start, and move clock-wise?

 (Let Ss choose two pictures each but upside down so they cannot see.)

 -You may all look at your pictures now.

 -_____, which phrase does your picture match?

 -_____, which expression goes well with your picture?

( Task 1 : Sequencing
(Instructions
 -I hope you all remember that we are going to read an episode from the "Garfield" comics.
 -The comic strips are, however, not complete.

 -It is your duty to complete it by placing the individual frames on the missing parts.

 (Distribute both the worksheet and the cartoon frames.)

(Demonstration
 -Let's try one frame as an example.
 (Choose cut #1 and show to class.)
 -This is Jon.  He says to Garfield, "I can't believe it!" and by the looks of it, he is all cleaned-up and what he is saying is usually the beginning of a conversation, therefore, it goes to the first missing cut.
 -Now in groups, find the correct/logical order of the frames so the whole comics make sense.
 -The two of you will work as a pair and  the three of you as a group. (Gesture.)

 -I will give you 5 min.

(ICQ
 -What do you do with the individual picture frames?
 -Are you working in groups?
 -How much time do you have?

 -You may begin.
(Monitoring
 (Discreetly monitor and aid those in trouble doing the exercise.)

 (Give time warning if needed.)

 -Time is up.

(Reading/Checking Answers

 (Distribute a tube of glue for each group)

 -Let's go over this together.
 -Let's take turns to read one speech bubble each.

 -As we go through it together, you may glue the frames in the correct places if you want. 
 (Distribute Questions Worksheet)
 -Now let's work on the worksheet together.

( Task 2 : Skimming to Find the Gist

(CCQ : Guessing the Title
 (Ask a S to read the question & then answer)
 -Yes, the answer is, #2.

( Task 3 : Scanning to Find Details

(CCQ : Finding the Details
 (Ask a S to read the question & then answer)

 -1) A : He stuffed a breadstick up his nose.
 -2) A : Twice - knocked the candle over, and while brushing his teeth
( Task 4 : Improving Comprehension Level
(CCQ : Anwering Interpretive Questions
 (Ask a S to read the question & then answer)

 -1) A : Jon tried to take his anger out on the cab driver...
 -2) A : Probably not...

 -Each group will come to the front and mime their own scenes and the other group will have to guess in 15 sec. 

 -Remember, miming means no speaking, but only body language.
(Demonstration
 -Let me give you an example.

 (Mime my own experience and make Ss guess.)
 -You have 4 min. to prepare the scene first.
(ICQ
 -What will you be preparing?
 -Are you allowed to speak?
 -Are working as an individual?
 -How much time do you have?
 -You may start now.
(Monitoring
 (Discreetly monitor and add ideas if Ss have trouble writing)

 (Give time warning if needed)

-Time is up.

 -Each group please mime your scene in front of the class.  The other group must guess the correct situation within 15 sec.
(Error Correction & Feedback
 -I hope today's activity helped you improve your reading and comprehension skills.

 -Did you enjoy the activity? 
 -What were your difficulties?
