	Language Skills
▪ Reading: Read about articles.
▪ Listening: Listen to other students’ ideas and a video.
▪ Speaking: Talk about the issue. 
▪ Writing: Take some note when they are talking and listening to other’s opinions.


	Language Systems:

▪ Phonology: /θ/ in anesthetic

	Assumptions:
Students already know 
▪ basic grammar like ‘as if’ clause   


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

▪ When students do their task, they might not know about the specific word meaning.
-> give them the example sentence so they know the meaning.
▪ When students can’t find the answer or have no idea
 -> Give them a hint and lead them by offering some word.
