· Secondary aim: Ss will be able to know some vocabularies by completing vocabulary matching worksheet.  
· Personal aim: I want Ss to take a taxi in a foreign country with confidence. 


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will read sentences with vocabulary matching worksheets and dialogue worksheet.
· Listening: Ss will listen the teacher’s talk and the dialogue. 

· Speaking: Ss will speak with their partner.(Role-play)
· Writing: Ss will fill the blanks for vocabulary matching. 


	Language Systems:

· Phonology: authentic  /ɔːˈθɛntɪk/ 
· Lexis: new vocabularies (pull over, cruise, décor, etc)

· Grammar:  as [adjective] as … (It’s not as inexpensive as other places I know...)
· Function: To get the destination 
· Discourse: conversation



	Assumptions:

· Ss have taken a taxi before in a foreign country.

· Ss already know vocabularies which are related to the topic. 



	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Ss may have some difficulty when they match vocabularies. 
· Teacher can give some hints.
· Ss may not be able to complete the comprehension quiz at first listening. 

· Play the dialogue one or two times more. 
· Ss may not be able to pronounce some vocabularies. (e.g. authentic)

· Find audio file and let Ss listen and follow it.

Passenger: Hey Taxi! Ah great. Thanks for pulling over.

Driver: Where to?

Passenger: Well, I'm going to the National Museum of Art, and . . . .

Passenger: Uh. Excuse me. How long does it take to get there?

Passenger: Yeah. How did you know?
Driver: Well, you can tell tourists from a mile away in this city because they walk down the street looking straight up at the skyscrapers.

Passenger: Was it that obvious?

Driver: Well . . .

Passenger: Oh, before I forget, can you recommend any good restaurants downtown that offer meals at a reasonable price?

Driver: Umm . . . Well, the Mexican restaurant, La Fajita, is fantastic. [Oh] It's not as inexpensive as other places I know, but the decor is very authentic, [Okay] and the portions are larger than most places I've been to.

Passenger: Sounds great! How do I get there from the museum?

Driver: Well, you can catch the subway right outside the museum. There are buses that run that way, but you would have to transfer a couple of times. And there are taxis too, but they don't run by the museum that often.

Passenger: Okay. Thanks.
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
