	Aims:

· Main Aim: Students will be able to use appropriate expressions regarding feelings by hearing specific words and useful details 
· Secondary Aim: Students will be able listen to details and speak out conversations when they write dialogues



	Language Skills:

· Listening: Students will listen to instructions, music(song lyrics), and others



	Language Systems:

· Phonology: Distinguish words through musical context 
· Lexis: New vocabularies regarding emotions

· Grammar: Present – Past – Present Perfect tense 

· Function: Useful expressions to convey feelings
· Discourse: Brainstorming, Dialogue(Role Play)



	Assumptions:

· Students already know how the class is set up and run
· Have heard the song before 

· Vocabularies about feelings




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· If Students have hard time following the song

· Let Ss listen to song until they are confident with answers

· If it takes more time than anticipated 

· Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)
