· Main Aim: Students will be able to practice questioning and respond by using specific words and useful details
· Secondary Aim: Students will be able to ask and provide information by practicing vocabulary and past continuous tense
· Personal Aim: To speak and  monitor each activity thoroughly 



	Language Skills:

· Listening: Students will listen to instructions, information on mystery, and other Student’s questions and responses

· Speaking: Asking and answering to solve mystery, discussion with other Students 

· Reading: Role cards and shorts texts

· Writing: Fill in information and missing parts of text (for post activity)



	Language Systems:

· Phonology: Pronunciation of proper nouns (names, locations, weapons…)
· Lexis: Vocabularies regarding crimes (alibi, victim, clue, weapons)

· Grammar: Past Continuous tense 
· Function: Ask & answer questions, hypothesize

· Discourse: Discussion of murderer and crime



	Assumptions:

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Chunk instructions and elicitation

Do you need to listen once more?

· Yes: read again.

· No: continue on to next part

<Butler Announcement>

"I am the butler. Mrs. Grim is dead, and I believe one of you killed her! 

No one is leaving here until we find out who it was! You are all suspects. If you can’t find out how she died, then I’ll call the police and you are all going to jail!"

Instruction

Interview each other and find out: names, jobs, and relationship with Mrs. Grim and if they brought anything to the party.
Fill in the first 3 columns as you do, the other two columns about time are for later. 
ICQ

What should we ask each other?

(name, job, relationship, any items)

Do you fill in all 5 columns? 

(only the first 3)

Monitoring

Ss ask and answer 

(Distribute map of the mansion)

<Butler Announcement>

“I found the body 8:15 pm. This was after dinner.”

(Distribute room cards with time)
Instruction

Find out where everyone was before and after this time. Ask them what they were doing. Write your answers in the last two columns of the interview sheet.

ICQ

Which part of the checklist are we answering? (the last 2 columns) 

About what should we ask? (time and location)

<Butler Announcement>

“The body was found in the study. There was no blood anywhere or on the body."

Instruction

That is the final information. Discuss and let me know if you have the mystery solved.
Monitoring

· Yes: Listen and feedback

· No: Provide answer
