	Aims:
· Main aim: Ss will be able to share their experiences of accommodation which one is good or bad in pre-activity. And ask and answer each other what accommodation partner wants to stay by Guess game.
· Secondary aim: Ss will be able to write their own idea creatively on review work sheet #3 and know each feature of accommodation by worksheet 1.
· Personal aim: I want student to speak useful expression at main activity based on what we learn today. I want not to be nerves during teaching time!


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will read review work sheet#2 what they wrote and match the word with each script of work sheet#1 
· Listening: Ss will listen to T’s instructions and Ss’s experiences.

· Speaking: Ss will ask where partner wants to stay pretending to be travel agent and customer in pair and share experiences of hotel, guest house etc..
· Writing: Ss will fill out in the blanks each review work sheet#2.


	Language Systems:

· Phonology: recommend [rekəmend] accommodation[ə|kɑ:mə|deɪʃn]
· Lexis: New vocabularies (accommodation, guess, hotel, share house, capsule    hotel, furnished, guest house etc...)
· Grammar: comparative(more, better, -er), and superlative (most, best, -est)
· Function: Get advice that recommend accommodation to other students, 
· Discourse: Pre act– speaking their experience and recommend accommodation.

	Assumptions:

· Students already know Language skill and systems


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· If students don’t have enough experience of accommodation.
· Sharing my experience and show the picture

· If students cannot find partner hidden accommodation at guessing game

· Give a time for Ss
· If one of student who is shy is not sharing experience.

· Encourage student and give time to think about it(waiting)

2. There’re 30pictures of accommodation.

3. Player can use differential only ‘Y or N’ questions to find partner’s a hidden accommodation.
Eg) Jaun asked Eun and Eun answered and then Eun can ask Jaun per tern 

4. if  travel agent ask,

‘Would you like to stay in hotel?’
Customer say ‘NO’
Travel agent can eliminate all of hotels on your paper!

Customer say ‘yes’
Travel agent can eliminate all of accommodation except hotels

5. Finally It is going to be left one accommodation. When your turn you can tell where your partner want to stay. 

And you win!

If say ‘Y’ eliminate all of accommodation except share, guest house, capsule
