· Pictures of celebrity make-up in the awards ceremony (appendix1,1_2,1_3)
· Comment sheet of pictures (appendix2,2_1,2_3) – Pre activity

· Interviewing questionnaire work sheets (appendix3) – Main activity

· Facial sketch work sheets (appendix4)
· Color pens – Post activity

· Make-up & Cosmetics word search puzzle (appendix5) – SOS activity



	Aims:
· Main aim: Students will be able to get make-up advices for formal occasions by interviewing.
· Secondary aim: Students will develop skills for interviewing i.e. clear questions, polite way of asking, related questions, etc.

· Personal aim: I hope I could give clear instructions as well as encourage students by eliciting and drawing their attention to work hard with joy. (I believe this will upraise productivity & quality of activities)



	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will read useful expressions & new vocabs from the comment sheet and each other’s interviewing questionnaire.
· Listening: Ss will listen to teacher’s instructions and other Ss’ presentations.
· Speaking: Ss will speak out loud the questions & answers, comment, and share ideas with each other.
· Writing: Ss will put comments on the pictures given and write down the questionnaires.



	Language Systems:

· Phonology: /zy/ /gy/ /sy/ /dy/ /sh/,…
· Lexis: Riddance, concealer, contour, buff, blush, etc.
· Grammar: “Could you give~”, “Could you advise~”, “What would you~”, etc.
· Function: Asking politely for information, Giving advices clearly in orders.
· Discourse: Q&A, interview, discussion. i.e. “Could you give us a make-up tip for awards”, etc.



	Assumptions:
· Every student in the class is female.
· Everyone knows what make-up and cosmetics are.

· Everyone knows what award ceremony is.

· Everyone knows how interviewing is conducted.
· Students already know how the speaking class operates and how to perform it.




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
     In the case of

· Ss may never put make-up on, therefore have really little knowledge about cosmetics.
· Let other Ss give tips about cosmetics to ensure those Ss to understand clearly and to release tension.
· Ss may feel unfamiliar with cosmetic terms.
· Let Ss search on the internet regarding cosmetic names, use, colors, etc.

· Ss may have difficulty in putting comments on their facial sketch.

· Let Ss share their make-up methods and know-hows to encourage and help those Ss.

	 “Hi, everyone. How are you doing today? Tired? Nervous? Good? Good.”

	Elicit
Show students pictures (appendix1)

“Look at these pictures.”
Pointing each picture one by one

“How this woman looks like?” (wait)

“What do you think these have in common?” (wait for responses)

“Yes, these pictures are in relation with fashion and beauty treatment. Especially, these are related to make-up for formal occasions.”
CCQ

“What do the most of women put on when they prepare to go out?” (wait)
“Yes! Make-ups!”
“Do they put identical make-ups for hanging out with friends and going for an official job interview? Probably not.”
Model
Hand out the pictures to each team (appendix1)
“In pairs, discuss what cosmetics you guys think this lady used, for which part of face, and the details of the cosmetics’ features.”
“Then, put comments on the pictures”
“Try to come up with correct cosmetic’s name for each part of face and guess what specific type of cosmetics they are likely to put on.”
“For example, this woman seems to wear mascara that is focused on extending the length of eye-lash. etc and if possible, give reasons too.”
“I will give you 5 minutes to work on it.”
ICQ
“How much time do you have?”
(“5 minutes.”)

“Do you work alone? Hiding answers?”
(“No, we will work in pairs.”)

“How many words do you have to come up with?” 

(“As many as possible.”)

“Is there a correct answer for it?” 

(“Yes for the vocabularies, but no for the detailed explanations.”)

“Awesome, let’s begin!”
Monitoring

Look around to see how Ss work.

Check if Ss are struggling

If Ss are struggling, encourage them to ask other teams.

Time warning

“Now, time is up.”
Check answers

“Let’s see what each team comment.”
“Can team 1 stand up and give your answers?” (Make team 1 answer)

“Great! Team 2, what are the different features did you guys came up with?” (Let team 2 put additional comments and reasons.)
Distribute (appendix2) to compare and contrast with their comments.

“Here are make-up information what I collected from the real make-up artist for her at that time. Please compare and contrast the words, expressions, and keep it for reference.”
“How was it? Was it too easy? Difficult? Fun? Unfamiliar with the cosmetic terms maybe? Above all, everybody made good guesses and answers. Well done, thank you.”

	Instruction
“I will hand out the questionnaire work sheets.”
“Suppose you are preparing for an interview to the pro make-up artist who takes a full charge of Hollywood stars’ make-up for the formal events like Grammy award, press conference, etc.”
“As a team, make interviewing questionnaires, one person will be an interviewer and the other will be an interviewee. Then, referencing from the tips we achieved in the pre-activity, try to ask and give answers as if you are really a reporter and a pro make-up artist.”
“I will give you guys 5 minutes to make the interviewing questions.” 

Demonstration

Hand in the blank interviewing questionnaires (appendix3)
“After 5 minutes, firstly the team A will do the role-play in front of the class, secondly, the team B will do the role-play, and lastly, we will assess each teams’ Q&A together and what can be the improvements.” (Write Team A and Team B on the board, and pro, con, change, below the teams’ name.)
ICQ
“How many questions do you have to make?” (“10 questions.”)

“Is there any specific answers?” 

(“Not really. It’s rather a recommendation.”)
“Do you work for whole day?” (“No, only 5 minutes.”)

“Cool. Let’s begin.”
Monitoring

See if Ss are stuck making further questions.

Give them tips, or allow them to search for some information.

Time warning
“Time’s up.”
Presenting
Team A, please present us yours.” (Team A presenting for about 1 minute and a half.)

“Thank you team A. Now, team B, please present us your interview.” (Team B presenting for about 1 minute and a half as well.)

“Thanks team B!”
Check answers

“Now, let’s check what we can learn from each other’s team and improve.”
“Firstly, for team A, what do you guys think team A’s good points for this interview.” (wait for Ss’ responses and write down answers on the board)

“That’s right. I agree with these points over here. How about the weak points and the recommendable improvements for team A?” (wait and write down.)
“Thank you everybody. Let’s proceed with team B. What are the advantages?” (wait and write down.)
“Yes, it’s true. I liked those points as well. What about disadvantages and recommendable improvements?” (wait and write down.)

“Great job everyone. Like you guys said, during an interview, the interviewer must give clear and simple questions not to confuse them. Also, the interviewer must ask related questions to collect as much useful information as possible. Most importantly, the interviewer has to wait for the interviewee’s answer not to give a pressure on them.”

	Instruction
“For the post activity, we will share our own make-up tips, or if you don’t really have your own make-up tips, it is okay to show us what kind of make-up style you prefer i.e. among celebrities or any person you know.” 
“I will give you guys worksheets, look at here, here is a sketch of a person’s face. You can freely put make-up on here, and put comments on them regarding type of cosmetics, colors, preferences and reasons, hence the sequence of make-up process.” (distribute appendix4 and color pens.)

“Each person will show their works and share their tips to the class.”
“Working on your own, but you can discuss with each other during the drawing. I will give you 3 minutes.”
Demonstration

“Use color pens to complete your make-ups, and don’t forget to put numbers of sequence and comments aside to each part of the make-ups.” (Demo by showing Ss appendix4 with gestures.)

ICQ

“Can you copy and paste other student’s work?” (“No~~~”)

“Does it mean you never can ask the other students for ideas?” (“No~ we can ask for help to each other.”)

“Awesome. How long have you got?” (“3 minutes.”)

“Now, let’s begin.”
Monitoring

Look around and encourage Ss to express their drawings freely.

If Ss put too little comments on it, encourage them to search some more on the internet or ask for help to the other Ss.

Time warning

“Now, let’s begin with A~!”
Check answers

Let ABCD share their tips, with visual aids of their drawings.

“We have seen all of our works. Which one do you like the most?” (wait for answers and write down the rankings.)

“Why did you think that way?”
(wait for responses and write down the reasons on the board.)

“Thanks for useful advices everyone.”
Conclude lesson
“Did you enjoy the activities?”
“Did you learn a lot from the lesson?”
(Summarize today’s lesson and conclude.)

“Thank you for participating in the class and I hope you enjoyed and learned a lot.”
“See you next week, bye~”

Please try to remember today’s new vocabularies and skills of interviewing, these will be useful in the future one day. Thank you for engaging in the class. See you next time. ‘Cream-To-Powder Foundation’ with a ‘Foundation Brush’ for base.

‘Good Riddance Concealer’ in Light/Medium around nose and under eyes.
‘Bronzing Powder’ using ‘Angled Contour Face Brush’ to create a luminous glow.

‘Oil-Absorbing Powder’ in Natural buff to finalize skin make-up.
Cheeks – ‘Glowing Custom Pick Powder Blush’ in Star-glo using ‘Blush + Bronze Brush’.
Eyes – ‘Metallic Custom Pick Eye Shadow’ in Sugar-sugar using ‘All Over Eye Shadow Brush’ for an inner eyelid.
