	Aims:

· Main aim: Students will be able to ask for help and get advices in the airport.
· Secondary aim: Students will develop skills of asking politely and getting exact information from others.
· Personal aim: I hope I could give clear instructions, and don’t forget to CCQ and ICQ. (


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Ss will read questions, sentences, and words from the worksheets.
· Listening: Ss will listen to teacher’s instructions and other Ss’ responses.
· Speaking: Ss will speak out loud the answers, questions, and share ideas with others.
· Writing: Ss will fill out the blanks and write down answers.

	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
     In the case of

· Ss may have little knowledge about the airport systems.
· Let other Ss give tips about the airport systems to ensure those Ss to understand the worksheet contents clearly.
· Ss may confuse the use of ‘should’.
· Let other Ss help those students understand by giving them some examples.
· Let those Ss to write what they recognize, and provide them with correct answer, so that they can see the difference.
· Ss may have difficulty in completing the worksheet activities
· Other Ss can encourage them to go on.
· Teacher can help them if struggling.

	Elicit
“Who did you ask a help for, when traveling? (Listen and write down on the board.)” 
“What expression did you use when asking for advices?” (Listen and write down.)

“Were they helpful?” (wait) 

“Great. It is very important to ask for advices in a polite way.”
Model
Hand out the worksheets to each team (appendix1)

“Today, we will learn about grammar, ‘should’, which can be used for getting advices.”
“There are other expressions that can be used for getting advices or obligations. What are they?” (Wait for Ss’ responses.)

“Yes. There are ‘must’ and ‘have to’.”
“In fact, these three are pretty similar. How can they be distinguished?” (Wait and listen to Ss’ answers.)

“That’s right. While ‘Should’ is more soft approach of getting or giving advices, ‘must’ and ‘have to’ are more strong way of getting or giving advices or obligations.” 

“How about between ‘must’ and ‘have to’? Are they different?” (wait)

“Not really. These are almost the same in meaning, but as A said, ‘must’ is more often used in formal writing, whereas ‘have to’ is more frequent in conversation.”
“As these are too similar, we will replace ‘must’ to ‘mustn’t’ in the activities.’”
“Now, in pairs, cut the tables into boxes. Then, grouping the boxes into three categories, ‘mustn’t’, ‘have to’, and ‘should’.” 
“I will give you 5 minutes to work on it.”
CCQ

“What grammar do you usually use when asking for advices?” (wait)

“No! ‘Must’ is quite strong. What is it then?” (wait for other responses)

“Yes, we use ‘should’ for getting advices usually. You can use ‘must’ and ‘have to’ if necessary though.”
ICQ
“How much time do you have?”
(“5 minutes.”)

“Do you work alone?”
(“No, in pairs.”)

“Do you write the sentence in the worksheet?”
(“No, cut and glue in the table.”)

“Are there overlaps?”
(“No!”)

“Now, start!”
Monitoring

Look around.

See if Ss are struggling.
If so, let the other team give some hints.

Time warning.

“Time’s up. Let’s see!”
Check answers

“Team 1, please speak out loud what are in the box ‘have to’?” (Write on board.)

“Team 2, what are in the box ‘must’?” (write on board.)

“Then, what are in the box ‘should’?” (Let everyone say and write on board.)

If there are different answers, check again why do you think that way.

Distribute (appendix2) to check correct or wrong answers.

“Here is an answer sheet. Please check this for your answers.”
“Was it helpful to learn about the differences among three?”
“That’s good. Thank you everybody, well done.”

	Instruction
“We have learned about differences between ‘must’, ‘have to’, and ‘should.’”
“From now on, we will focus on the grammar, ‘should’.”
Hand out the worksheets (appendix3)

“Individually, please have a read of the sentence and fill out the blank, should or shouldn’t with the word given.”
“In 5 minutes, please fill out the blanks. But, if you guys struggle, you can discuss and share the answers with other students.” 

Demonstration

Write down one example sentence.

“What word is given?” (Let Ss speak.)

“Yes, do you only put word in the blank?” (Wait for responses)

“No, you have to write should or shouldn’t with the word given.”
“Then what is the answer for this?” (Listen and write)

“Awesome! This is how you work.”
ICQ

“How many minutes do you have?”
(“5 minutes.”)

“Do you work alone?”
(“Yes.”)

“Never sharing answers?”
(“No, we can share answers.”)

“What is the word in the bracket?”
(“You have to use that word with should or shouldn’t.”)

“Good. Start now!”
Monitoring

Check if Ss don’t know certain vocabs.

Encourage others to explain for the S.

If everybody doesn’t know, allow them to search on the internet.

Time warning.

“It’s done. Let’s check answers.”
Check answers

From student A to D, let everyone read out their answers. (Write on board.)

If it is wrong, encourage others to help.
(Correct the answers on board.)
Hand out (appendix4)

“This is an answer sheet, compare this with your answers.”
“Did you find the expressions and vocabularies useful for trip? Thanks everyone.”

“Try to ask questions to each other and find answers together.”
“Let’s work on it for 7 minutes.”
Demonstration

“For example, what does it says in the first question?” (Let Ss say)
“Yes, what is adequate advice for it?” (Wait for response)

(Write down the alphabet in the box and also connect the line between Q&A)
“Correct! Proceed like this.”
ICQ

“Are you doing the role-play?”
“Not really, simply read and find answers together.”
“Do you work for 5 minutes?”
(“No, 7 minutes.”)

“Are there overlaps?”
(“No.”)

“Great, let’s start!”
Monitoring

Look around and if Ss only cross lines or only write alphabets, let them do the both.
If Ss are struggling, let the other team help them find the answers.

Check answers

Let ABCD speak out loud answers one by one. (Write down on the board)

“Do you guys agree with these answers?” 
Distribute answer sheet (appendix6)

“Here is an answer sheet, keep it for reference checking your answers.”
“Did you enjoy the activities?”
“Was it too boring as it is grammar lesson?”
“Try to approach ‘should’ grammar as an expression rather than a grammar. You will find it useful at all times.”
“Thanks everyone for hard works! Hope you learned a lot!”

“Two of you and two of you will be teams, now make a situation and give advices.”
“I will give you 3 minutes.”
CCQ

“What was the key grammar for today’s lesson?” (wait for responses)

“Yes, use should/shouldn’t to give advices.”
ICQ
“How long do you have?” (“3 mins.”)
“That’s right. Go on!”
Check answers

“Can team A present yours?”
(listen and write down on the board)

“Interesting! Now, can team B present?” (write down on board)

Conclude lesson

“Great job everybody. I hope you totally grasp when and how to use ‘should/shouldn’t’, and enjoyed. Thank you so much, see you next week!”
