· Secondary aim: Students will be able to talk their cooking experiences and share various opinions of the future world.


	Language Skills: 
· Reading: Students will read a combination of definitions of each word and a script of the topic.
· Listening: Students will listen to a future scenario about the future of kitchen. 

· Speaking: Students will discuss on the topic 
· Writing: Students will take notes on details from the video. 


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: fɪk(anamorphic, graphic) vs pɪk (pick)
· Lexis: New vocabularies in the article
· Grammar: A noun clause 
(ex, a camera observes what happens on the table)
(ex, set a timer to decide how much time and efforts you want to spend.)
· Function:  explanation 
· Discourse: presentation 


	Assumptions:

· Students know language systems and four language skills.
· Since students are adults, they have diverse cooking experiences as well as easily understand state-of-the-art technologies.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If students need linguistic help to express their opinions during discussion, give them linguistic support by providing definitions and proper examples.
· If some students keep quiet for fear of upsetting others in the middle of discussion, encourage them to speak and when they start speaking, show a great deal of agreement on his or her opinions. 

· If a certain student dominates the discussion, let him or her give others questions such as what do you think?

“Look at Relevant. Can you find the meaning of Relevant in right side?”
Draw a line from left to right on the board with a marker.
