	Aims: 
· Main aim: Students will be able to enhance their speaking skills and to acquire practical vocabularies about housing. 

· Secondary aim: Students will be able to describe properties and share various opinions of their dream flats with others. 
· Personal aim: Students will be able to get a flat overseas country by putting themselves into authentic situation. 


	Language Skills:

· Reading: Students will read a set of conversation and a rental advertisement.
· Listening: Students will listen to a tenant’s needs and a landlord’s explanations. 
· Speaking: Students will conduct a role-play and answer teacher’s questions.
· Writing: Students will make memos on their worksheets.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: /f/ (Furnished, Furniture, Floor plan, Flat) vs /p/ (property)
· Lexis: New vocabularies about housing (Studio flat, No DSS, PCM…)
· Grammar: I was calling/wondering about infinitive verb or noun. 
· Function: request and explanation
· Discourse: role-play


	Assumptions:

· Students know language systems and four language skills. 
· Since students are adults, they have diverse experiences on real estate. 


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If students need linguistic help to express their opinions during role play, give them linguistic support by providing definitions and proper examples.

· If the students use grammatically incorrect phrases, let them talk and correct errors later.

Eliciting

“We are going to watch a short but interesting video clip.”
Turn slide page 1 and play an video clip (Sherlock 221 Baker Street)
“Have you seen this drama?”
“What is he talking about?”
“Where do they live?”
“Can you guess today’s topic?”
Modeling

Turn the next slide page (2) and read the subject “Flat to rent in London.”
“Have you ever found out a house overseas country?”
Additional Explanation
“Flat is a synonym of apartment. Flat is commonly used word in the UK instead of apartment.”
2. Introducing New Vocabulary 

Instruction
“We are going to learn the new vocabulary before doing the main activity. I will give you a vocabulary worksheet #1.
Distribute the worksheet #1.
“Let’s look at a vocabulary worksheet. Could you tell me what property is?”
“Property means buildings and the land belonging to someone.”
“What you are going to do is to read definitions and to find each word from a box on the next page. And then write it down on the blank.”
“Work together with your partner. I will give 3mins to finish.” 
Demonstration
Turn slide page 3. 
“Before working on the worksheet, let’s do number 1 together.”
“(Ss’s name), please read number 1 sentence.”
“OK, find a word from the box on the next page. We can find Studio Flat.”
Write Studio Flat on the board.
ICQ 
“Are you working in group or in pairs?”

“How much time do you have?

“Let’s begin.”
Monitoring

Monitor discreetly. Answers students if they ask questions.
Check answers
“Let’s check the answers together. OK, (student’s name) Could you tell us what number 2 is?”
If he/she says a wrong answer, “Do you have another idea?” to the class.

	Procedure:
1.Role-play

Instruction
“We have just learnt new vocabularies about housing. It is time for role-play.”
“Role-play is acting a role in a certain situation like movie stars. Our situation for role-play is…”
Turn slide page 4 and read Phone call with a landlord.

“Why do we make a phone call with a landlord?”
(“Yes, to rent a flat.”)

“Of course, we have to go through many steps to get a flat in real world, but what we are going to do is three steps. First, responding an ad, Second is asking property features, and Third is scheduling for viewing. We will not cover all steps in today’s class.”
“I will give a worksheet. This is the whole conversation between a tenant and a landlord. You can use the given format as a guide but feel free to make your own sentences.”
Distribute conversation worksheet #2.

“And I will give you a rental adverts.”
Distribute the worksheet #3.

“I will give you 2mins to read both. If you have any question, ask me please.”
“Four of you are team 1. Four of you are team 2. Each team will have two landlords and two tenants. Who wants to be landlords? Alright, tenants?”
“I will give you role cards. Landlords, please raise your hands. Tenants, please raise your hands.”
“Tenants are looking for a flat to rent. At the moment, they found a rental adverts. And they got interested in the flat. So they want to make a phone call with landlords.”
Use gestures and hold worksheets effectively step by step.

“I make orders of your tasks. Step 1 is to read your given role card. Step 2 is to read the conversation sheet and ads again. Step 3 is to match the information. Step 4 is to prepare questions and answers for your role. Step 5 is to make a phone call. I will give you 5mins and then change the role card and role.”
Turn slide page 5. “Please read together.”
Demonstration

“I need your participation. Can you read the first sentence on conversation sheet?”
ICQ
“Do you must follow the conversation?”
“How many worksheets do you have to read for role-play?”
“How much time do you have for role-play?”
“If you finish one round, what do you have to do next?”
“OK, let’s begin for role-play.”
Monitoring
Encourage the students to speak full sentences, not a single word. Listen carefully and take notes of some errors. Write them on the board.
“OK, time is up.”
Error Correction
“How was acting? Good job everyone.”
“I will briefly check your errors. Someone said… but there is another good word or expression.”
Correct students’ errors and supply linguistic helps by introducing new relevant words.

“Class, you did the great job today.

Thank you for your acting. Why don’t you visit this site? Zoopla. It is one of the largest property sites in the UK.”
“Do you have any question?” OK, then, see you tomorrow.”
