Why do we use past perfect tense?
Yes, we use this tense for dramatic effect and making the story more interesting.

And we also use past perfect tense when first event affecting the second event.

He missed the train. Why did he miss the train? 

Yes. We can say that he missed train because he had overslept.

Chloe, did you take the subway this morning on time?

Why?

Chloe took subway on time because she had woken up early.
