	Aims:
· Main Aim: Ss will learn and understand how to use the third conditional by various activities, such as worksheets, drills, and discussion. 

· Secondary aim: Ss will be able to use the third conditional naturally during conversation through practicing with other Ss. 

· Personal aim: I want Ss to learn that mistakes can be made to anyone. 



	Language Skills:
· Listening: Ss will listen to each other during discussion.

· Writing: Ss will have a creative writing during class. 

· Speaking: Ss will speak to each other during discussion.

· Reading: Ss will have worksheet to read. 



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: /v/, /n't/

· Lexis: Historical events 
· Function: Assumption, Regret
· Grammar: the Third conditional

· Discourse: Ss to Ss interaction activity




	Assumptions:
Ss already know
· How the class is set up and run

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If Ss don't really understand the concept of third conditional:

--> Make sure to ask ICQs, and explain again using examples.

· If Ss have hard time expressing their opinions:

--> encourage them to keep speaking. Correct their mistakes at the beginning of the class, but during discussions don't correct them unless it is a major mistake. 

· If Ss have hard time during the creative writing session:

--> give them some ideas to write about.

	Watch video and respond to T.

	"Hi everyone! How are you guys doing today? Good? That's good to hear. Have you guys ever seen a TV show called 'Once upon a time?' Well, we will start today's class by watching a scene from the TV show."

Elicit

Play the video. Stop the video at 1:23. 

"Did you guys hear what she said about a doctor? Yes she said "The doctor said if I'd found you ten minutes later, it would've been too late. Listen and Repeat!" 

Play the video again and stop at 1:29
Do an Repetition Drill for about two times. 
"Now what does this mean? Can anyone tell me using their own words?  What do you guys think she is implying? This grammatical structure is called 'the Third conditional.' She uses the third conditional again later. Can anyone recall?"
Stop the video at 2:04
Do an Repetition Drill for about two times. 
"She says 'If I hadn't forgotten my phone, I wouldn't have been on the road at that time.' This is an another usage of the third conditional. the Third conditionals talks about the past. It's used to describe a situation that didn't happen, and to imagine the result of this situation, or it could be used to express regret."

Explaining the structure

Give out the Substitution box paper and explain to Ss about the basic concept. Use white board if necessary. 
Few example sentences used in substitution box
1. If I hadn't studied, I wouldn't have passed the exam. 

2. If I had seen him, I would have told him. 

3. If he hadn't gone out, he wouldn't have got sick. 

CCQ
Pick one sentence from the example sentences and ask. 

1. Did you study for the exam? 

2. Did you pass the exam? 

3. Did she go out? 

4. Did she get sick?

	 Procedure
Give out the worksheets.

"OK let's read it out loud together."

Read the instructions written on the worksheet. Then briefly go over the example on the worksheet. 

 "Remember! you have to use the third conditional to create one sentence with the given information. Feel free to work with the person next to you if you have any trouble. You will have 5 minutes."

ICQ
- How long do you have? 
-What kind of grammar are you using? 

Monitoring
This is the first exercise Ss are doing, so remember to explain fully when Ss need help. Also do at this point try to focus on the accuracy. If time is more needed give them one more minute. 
" Time is up! Starting from Gian let's hear what everyone has."

Take turns to read their answers. Not all of the Ss have to go if time is running short. Just one S per question. 

Procedure
Hand out a piece of blank paper to each Ss. 

"The next activity requires you guys to work as pair. First, fold the paper in half. On top of the paper you are going to write five regrets from your own life, using the third conditional. On the bottom half of the paper, write your partner's regrets with different results. It could be worse consequence, or better. For example, if your regret is 'I could've have been on the Olympics if I had spent more time on swimming,' and your partner can say, 'If you had spent more time on swimming, you could've drowned already,' or for positive result, If you had spent more time on swimming, you could've not only be on the Olympics but could've won a gold medal.' You will have 6minutes to work on it!"

ICQ 
- What do you write on top of the page? 

- Are you working alone? 

Monitor

See if Ss are having hard time rewriting partner's regrets. Give them some ideas. By this activity they should already know how to use the third conditional. Try not to interrupt them if possible. 
"OK! time is up! Let's see what you guys have. Choose one sentence from bottom part of the page and read them out loud please!"

" With your partner, share one regret from the previous activity. Why you regret it, and why it was so significant. Also share what you could've done instead of your actual actions, and how the results could've been different. You have 8minutes to discuss."

- How long do you have? 

- What are you discussing about? 

Monitoring
Try not to interrupt Ss while they are discussing. Also by this time T should focus on Ss fluency rather than Accuracy. While monitoring check if Ss are using the third conditional correctly. If some Ss are making major mistakes, make some notes and go over them after the discussion. 

" Ok time is up!" 

If there is enough time, have Ss share what they told their partners.

	Go over the third conditional one more time. (briefly)

"So we have learned about the third conditional. Who can tell me about it?"

Listen to S's answers. If they get it wrong, using the substitution box, go over it one more time. Make sure you wait for Ss to answer. It is important that you should check how well Ss have understood the topic. 
Also if there were any major mistakes made during the discussion time go over it. 

" Thank you everyone for participating and I'll see you next class!"

Monitoring 
Check how Ss are doing. Help Ss only when they ask for it. Give them some ideas, if Ss look lost. 

"Ok! Everyone time is up!"

Depending on how much time you have left share what each Ss have wrote. 

Also If there is no time at all, this activity should be a homework. 
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OOPS!

People make mistakes all the time. Some mistakes are bearable but some are so critical that it influenced a lot of people. Let's take a look at some of the mistakes made by people around the world and create a sentence using the third conditional. ( Be creative with the sentences!)

Example)  The book 'Harry Potter' was rejected by twelve publishing companies before it was accepted by Bloomsbury publishing company.

Sentence: If Bloomsbury publishing company hadn't accepted Harry Potter like other twelve companies, they wouldn't have made a lot of money. 

1. A British couple lost a fortune of around £116 million in 2010. A woman’s ticket for the Euro Millions lottery won the jackpot, but her husband threw it in the trash, which meant that they could not claim the prize money.
2.  NASA accidentally taped over the moon landing, losing one of the most important moments to mankind in history. In fact, there are no known original recordings of the event. 
3.  In 1962, Decca Records turning down the Beatles because they weren't sellable. Decca Records, of course, missed a good opportunity. Instead of Beatles they signed two young bands, which are Brian Poole and the Tremeloes. 
4.  NASA loses a Mars orbiter (a satellite) because part of the team used metric units and the other half used English.
5. Not having enough life boats on the Titanic because it was "unsinkable." Because of few people's bad decision, most of the passengers lost their lives.

Note:

Sometimes the ‘IF’ clause is implied, but not spoken:

· He wouldn’t have said that. (if he had been there)

· I would have done it. (if you had asked me)

· I wouldn’t have let him get away with it. (if I had been there)
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
