	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If Ss don't understand the text:

--> Ask CCQ, and briefly explain the text. 
· If Ss have hard time expressing their opinions:

--> encourage them to keep speaking. Correct their mistakes at the beginning of the class, but during discussions don't correct them unless it is a major mistake. 

· If Ss have hard time during the creative writing session:

--> give them some ideas to write about.

Have you ever heard of Robinson Crusoe? There was a book and several movies about him. After a shipwreck, he must stay alive on a deserted island. He was not a real person, his story is based on the real adventures of Alexander Selkirk. 


Alexander was born in 1676. At 28 years old, he was the sailing master on the Cinque Ports, an English ship. Alex and the captain quarreled about the ship's condition. Alex said that the ship was in such bad shape that it would sink. When the ship came to a small island off the coast of Chile, the captain left Alex there. No one else lived on island.


At first, Alex stayed on the shore. He hoped to see a ship and build a signal fire. However, male sea lions chased him. He moved inland and found goats left by previous ships. He caught some of the goats. They were lifesavers, providing him with milk and meat. Alex built a hut using pimento trees. He lined the roof and walls with goat skins He built a fire by rubbing sticks together. He tended it carefully, so it never went out. He found iron barrel hoops on the shore. He used rocks to pound the iron thin. then he sharpened it to make knives. 

Twice he was thrilled to see a ship. Both times the ships flew the Spanish flag. His joy turned to fear. At that time, the Spanish and English were enemies. The sailors shot at him! so he hid from the visitors. 


In 1709, Alex was finally rescued by an English ship. He ran to greet the people. He had been alone for more than 4 years. Alex learned that he was lucky to have been left behind. The Cinque Ports had sunk, and most of the crew died. In 1712 the captain who rescued Alex wrote a book about his life on the island. Daniel Defoe read about Alex's adventures and then wrote Robinson Crusoe in 1719
