	Language Skills:

Speaking : Ss can learn and practice how to ask and to give directions
Listening : Ss should listen to what partner said about directions
Writing : Ss can draw lines of directions during activitiy
Reading : Ss should read and learn before doing activity



	Language Systems:

Lexis : Ss learn key words and expressions to ask and to give directions
Phonology : Ss try to make sounds correctly to make partner understand

Grammar : Can be checked through activity



	Assumptions:

Students already know:
Teacher’s teaching skill and type
Ss will work in pair during activity
The lesson is about directions




	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

Ss may not be able to give directions because of lack of expressions
· Give Ss key words before start the activity

Ss may be misunderstood and give wrong directions
· At the end of activity, make them correct and repeat
Ss may not be able to finish their task in time
· If someone is in trouble, make them stop, ask CCQs, help them doing activity.  Give them warning before 1min to end.

	 Introduction: 

You have a sheet of paper with a map, Right? You can ask and give directions with your partner, using that worksheet. 
Before doing activity with your partner, we can have some practice about asking and giving directions.
Demonstration: 

At first, you should know about asking for directions. (with slide)
Here are some expressions about giving directions and prepositions. (with slide)

Now, you know some of key words and expressions about giving directions, right? Then, let’s practice! (with slide)

If today is your birthday and you want to invite Sarah to your birthday party. Your house is located at ©. How would you give her a direction from Sarah’s house to yours?
(if it’s done well) Let’s look at the paper. Before doing activity, we will learn about places in the worksheet. (with slides)

CCQ: 

How many of you going to work?
What was her name you wanted to invite?

Feedback: 

So, now you can ask and give directions, right? Good job.

Do you have any questions about it?

Can you remember the key words we’ve learned? What are we going to do next?

	Introductions: 

Now, we’re going to do the activity.

You have your worksheet, right?
We’ll have 5 minutes per each to ask or to give directions. We have 12 different places in our worksheet; you should give at least 3 directions per each of you.
Demonstration: 

Ok, let’s do work! Students who sit on the left side ask first, and students on the right side give directions, for 5 minutes. If you have any questions about this activity, just ask me.
Monitor Ss working. (time warning before 1minute left)

(after 5 min) Ok, stop doing it and let’s switch the role. 

Monitor Ss working. . (time warning before 1minute left)

CCQ: 

Who is going to give directions first? 

How many of you working together?

How much time do we have?

Feedback: 

How was it? Was it difficult? How many of you have done the work? Great!
