· Writing: Describing job positions & conditions they want 

· Reading: Finding out information from the classified ads


	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Words used in want ads and job interviews
· Function: Finding out the information by making phone call, Making self-PR in job interview 

· Discourse: Job interview by role playing (applicants, employer)


	Assumptions
· Ss have done job interviews
· Ss have thought of the job position that they want


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Ss may have difficulties in making their own sentence --> Provide sample script for students to reference and give guidance if needed 
· Class may run short of time --> Shorten the post activity by letting them work in pairs instead of individually

	Let’s imagine that we need to find a job as soon as possible.  And you are looking at classified ads section in the newspaper.

(Distribute classified ads worksheet)

Have a look at the handout for one minute.

So what do you think the classified ads are? 

Yes, it is an advertisement in newspaper dealing with offers of jobs, house or used cars.

There are six positions. (Describe briefly about the position) So what kind of information do you see on ads?

[1st activity]

Let's assume that you find one position that you like in the classified ads and contact the employer over the phone to ask further information about the job position.

So here is what we are going to do.

I want you to work on pair and select one ads.

Then, one person becomes the applicant and the other person becomes the employer. And the applicant is making a phone call to apply for one of the jobs asking about the salary and qualifications.

Here is a sample that you can look at.

I will show you first. I need a volunteer for demonstration. Any volunteer? (  ), which one did you choose?

(Demonstrate)

Great. You will be the applicant I’m the employer. Now, you are making a phone call.

(Show PowerPoint with script & Demonstrate)

Okay, you have 4 minutes to work with pairs. You can use this script or you can make your own questions. 

(CCQ) 

What much time do we have?

How many jobs are you going to choose?

What are the roles of each person?

(Monitor discreetly)

(When it seems like that everyone has finished) Are you done?

No --> Give them more time

Yes --> Move on to the 2nd activity

[2nd activity]

Let’s assume that after we made a phone call and asked some detailed information, we are doing the job interview.

What are the common questions that the employer asks at the interview?

Great. Have a look at this cartoon. 

(Show PowerPoint)

I will be the boss. Who wants be the interviewee? 

(Read the cartoon together)

Do you think she will get the job?

Why?

Great. Now I want you to work in pairs again

and come up with better answers so that you can get the job. 

(Demonstrate) Role play the script by myself first.

You can use the sample questions on PowerPoint if you want. You will have 5 minutes to work on this activity.

(CCQ)

What are you actually doing this time?

Are you going to do a role play or just a worksheet?

How much time do we have?

(Monitor discreetly)

(When it seems like that everyone has finished) Are you done?

No --> Give them more time

Yes --> Move on to the post activity
