	Assumptions
· Ss have heard of what passive/ active voice is
· Ss know how to change from active to passive voice


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Ss may have difficulties in making their own sentence --> Remind them of the passive verb change before doing the activity and give guidance if needed 
· Class may run short of time --> Shorten the post activity by letting them work as a whole class instead of groups.
