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I’m going to describe one of my previous experience of a second language environment.  And through the research of the appearance of Mr. K’s class, I’ll draw a conclusion of effective teaching concepts which are more suitable in this case.

Mr. K’s teaching type was divided by two(I will call the English teacher Mr. K).  The first 50 minutes, he asked students in turn what they did for the last weekend or what they are going to do this weekend.  And the following 50 minutes, he handed out 2~3 topics to students and let them choose the day’s topic.  And then he explained some difficult vocabularies, questioned about each issue and then students raised their hands and answered.  And when he found errors such as grammar or idioms, he corrected immediately.  Throughout the class he talked too much than students.  In short, it seemed like Mr. K was the explainer in traditional type.  
Here are a few reasons that I quit his class only after the second day.  The first factor : His teaching was without close reference to the individuals as a whole.  While the question & answer about ‘weekend schedule’ over each individuals proceeded, the rest students had to wait and only listen or look down for at least 30 minutes.  Considering the number of students, he could have divided the class to work on same or different topics to involve all of students so that they are involved and challenged.  The second factor :  Organized Syllabus.  His way of choosing the day's topic caused not only confusing but also disconnection of context.  He had let the students choose a topic among the materials that he had handed out.  Therefore, it made me doubt that whether they had well organized syllabus.  The third factor : Individual differences of class organization: Housewives, job seekers, college students.  So, their individual differences had no common part.  For instance, in the case of housewives, they wanted a relaxed chance to chat in English or those language skills(they showed some complaint when the topic was for terminology).  But others wanted current social issues as the day’s topic.  And Mr. K focused on easy issues.  Due to this, the other students or job seekers might have felt the course level that they now participate is lower than theirs.  So, I was skeptical that the class is informative.  Because all participants (included me) could not being personally and constantly involved and challenged.  
Now, I’ll draw a conclusion of effective teaching concepts in this case with ‘Eliciting’ and Krashen’s ‘The Input Hypothesis.’
First, ‘Eliciting’ is a technique to draw out information, language, ideas from the students so that they can take an active part, being involved.  Here are a few specific ways.  Giving sufficient information. Giving very clear feedback on each student utterance. Silence or wrong answers are evidence that students need teacher’s input.  So, the teacher intervenes at this signals.  Now, Let’s back to Mr. K’s teaching method.  Actually, he had limited knowledge of teaching methodology.  It seemed like he relies on ‘explaining’ as a way of conveying his feedback, information to the students.  Therefore, Mr. k can modify his method by using ‘Eliciting’ regularly for keeping the class active and involved.  And he will be able to reduce in unnecessary teacher talk to maximize of student talk. 

Second, according to Krashen’s ‘The Input Hypothesis’, the individual’s linguistic competence is advanced when learners are exposed to slightly beyond current level of competency.  
I think that teachers should be able to harass students appropriately through suitable tasks in a good way.  And the using some materials such as visuals, objects, realia, etc. is useful sub-method to appeal to students.   

I concluded that the teaching concept of the explainer like Mr. K can be modified and strengthened with ‘Eliciting’ and 'The Input Hypothesis’.
