	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If some Ss can’t decide which structure or form they have to use.
⇒ explain that after a correlative conjunction, the same structure(or form) follows.

   Ex:  either+sentence+or+sentence,  either+noun+or+noun 

· If some Ss may have difficulty in understanding the meaning ⇒ provide more examples.
· If some Ss may have a hard time drilling ⇒ gives the Ss more chances to practice.

Good afternoon everyone!   How are you today?
Are you both happy and tired? or

Are you either happy or tired? or
Are you neither happy nor tired?
Do you guys remember what we had learned previous class?

We learned the ‘Coordinating conjunctions’. Such as FANBOYS. (for, and, nor, but, or, yet, so)
So, Today, we are going to talk about “Correlative conjunctions”.

In this lesson, we will define what a correlative conjunction is,
 learn the most commonly used correlative conjunctions, and discover rules for using them in sentences.
- Here are two balls.  And 3 pair of correlative conjunctions.
First, let’s check the meaning of each one.

-Ehther :  Ellen! What is ‘both A and B’?  Could you show us?

- Ellen :  (miming)

    (show Ss a ball A,  ball B)  “Both A and B?”  

    (put the ball A,B, in the basket)  “I have all of them. Two! This is ‘both A and B’
-Ehther :  Ellen! How about ‘either A or B’?

-Ellen :  (show Ss a ball A,  ball B)  “Either A or B?”
(think for a second watching balls, and put the ball A in the basket)  “I have one ball. This is ‘either A or B’
-Ehther :  Ellen! What is ‘neither A nor B’?
-Ellen: (show Ss a ball A,  ball B)  “Neither A nor B?”
(think for a second watching balls, and throw the ball A, and then throw the ball B) “I have nothingl. 
This is ‘neither A nor B’
These are 3types of  correlative conjunctions’ basic meaning.

	Procedure : 

1. Recall
CCQs

- How many balls did I have when ‘both A and B’?  (two)

- How many balls did I have when  ‘either A or B’?   (one)

- How many balls did I have when ‘neither A nor B’? (none/nothing)

Very good!!
2. Form
Okay guys.  Let’s back to correlative conjunctions. 

 Shortly, correlative conjunctions work in pairs to join words, phrases or clauses that carry equal weight in a sentence.
Now, Let’s find out forms and when we can use correlative conjunctions.  
(turn on the PPT, turn off the light)

1-1  The verb agree   (show PPT 1)

Could you read these sentences loudly together?

- This pair is correlative conjunction.

- What are the differences in two sentences?

Right, the subject position and the verb form. 

- Then, in the first sentence, Why the verb form is ‘call’? instead of ‘calls’.

- Yes, right.  The key point is this.  The verb has to agree with the subject that is closest. In both number and form. 

- Which one is the closest subject from the verb ‘call’?

Right. And the basketball players are plural.

- So, the verb form ‘call’ is used to match with the plural subject. 

- The second sentence..  Tim is the closest subject from the verb.  Then,   ‘Tim’ is the singular subject or plural subject?  Yes.  ‘Tim’ is the singular subject.  So, singular verb form ‘calls’ is used to agree with the singular subject ‘Tim’. 
* When you use correlative conjunctions, you must be careful about verb agreement.. 

1-2  the same tense & form   (show  PPT 2)
- The first sentence,  Which one is verb?  

 Yes,  stay and come . Both sides are in the present tense. 
 - The second sentence,  go  ride   are present tense.  
- So, If the first verb is the present tense, you must use the same tense in the second verb.
- As you see, When you use correlative conjunctions, always make sure that the verbs are in the same tense and form. 

1-3  the parallel structure   (show  PPT 3)

(Ts read the first sentence)

- Could you read the second sentence?

- Are these two sentences the different meaning?  (No)
These sentences are the same meaning. 
- Let’s see the first sentence.  
- There are two clauses in the first sentence.  

  CCQ :  about Clauses
- Their patterns are equal. 

- The second sentence, ‘tennis’ is simply a noun so is ‘baseball’.  Same structure.

(show the last PPT )
- Now, Which sentence is incorrect?    Guess it!  Which one?
  Yes,  number 1 sentence is incorrect.  Why?  Anyone tell me?

 - Yes,  we learned that after the correlative conjunctions, has same form, same structure.  

 - But number 1,  first clause form is ‘sentence’,  but second one is ‘noun’.   They don’t match.

So, We can correct like number 2 or 3 sentences.

Same form, same tense, same structure!!
“The correlative conjunction of ‘neither  A nor B’ has the same rules.”
CCQs

- What did we learn of correlative conjunctions today?

  (both A and B,  either A or B, neither A nor B)

- When you use the correlative conjunctions, will you use   different  form, tense and structure?  (No)
