· All Ss have used future tenses using ‘Going to’ and ‘Will’. 
· All Ss do not know that there is the main difference in their usage of ‘Going to’ vs. Will’.
· All Ss recognize that they need more time and efforts to use ‘Going to’ (planned) vs. Will’ (possibility) differently and use them for different situations and circumstances.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions: (What things might go wrong in the lesson and what the solutions will be. An SOS activity should also be included)
· If Ss may not appreciate the major grammatical difference between ‘Going to’ and ‘Will’. ►Solution: T gives them explanations and shows some demonstrations using Drill Substitution Table.
· If activity may last too long. ►Solution: T shortens the unnecessary parts.
· If activity may end too soon. ►Solution: T makes additional suggestions and T & Ss share ideas.
· If certain Ss may feel uncomfortable in playing a particular role. ►Solution: T asks them to try out roles given, gives positive feedback and then may change roles for them.
· If certain Ss may feel uncomfortable in sharing their stories during the lesson. ►Solution: T provides Ss with his stories first and then may ask them to share their stories with the class.
