	Aims:

· Main aim: 
Ss will be able to identify the concept of stereotypes from the movie characters of Zootopia.
Ss will be able to share their idea on stereotypes acting out the scene from the movie.
· Secondary aim: 
Ss will be able to learn some vocabularies.
· Personal aim:

     I want to give a clear instruction to students.
     I want students to realize that stereotypes influence our attitudes and decisions 



	Language Skills:
· Reading: 
Ss will read statements on the worksheet and script.

 Ss will listen to the movie clip (YouTube link) of Zootopia.
 Ss will listen to their friends and teacher.

	Language Systems:
Phonology: y as /ai/ sound in sterotypes 
Lexis: New vocabularies in worksheet. (recruits, a speed freak, DMV, predator, prey, underestimated, underappreciated etc.)
Grammar: structures- ‘She/He seems to be..’ ‘It seems that she/he..’
Function: statement
Discourse: movie, script



	Assumptions:
Students already know
· how to complete the sentences with given grammar structures 
· the concept of stereotypes



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
If a student find difficulties with worksheet 
·  Give a student demonstration helping him/her to complete the first character. 
If students are stuck in one vocabulary in worksheet and consume lots of time on it
· encourage them to use technology and help research.

	Procedure:
Before the lesson, let’s watch Zootopia Teaser Trailer together.
Elicit
-What animal did you see?

(Ss answer: rabbit, fox, sloth etc)

-Did you see the sloth? If sloth works, do you think he can work fast or slow?
-What animals is suit for the job of police officer? (big and strong animals like lions or small animals like rats and bunnies?)
Instruction 
Here are the characters from Zootopia. Talk with your partners which statement describe the animal the most, and write it down. Work in pairs, I will give 5 minutes.
I’m telling you we’re not doing this for exactly right answers. So, don’t worry too much about the correct answers, guys. You may use technology for words search.

*Hand out the worksheet #1

As I told you before, we didn’t do this for exact right answers. We want to see stereotypes affect our thoughts, attitude, and decisions. 

Model*write the subject “Stereotypes” on the board.

When we make assumptions about an entire group of people, we call it stereotypes. Stereotypes influence our attitudes, our decision. I’ll give you some examples, let’s see.

Explanation
All Asians are good at Math.

Not all Asians are good at math, right?

But people make assumptions about an entire group of people.

How about this? Women are bad drivers. African Americans like hip-hop, and they are good at dancing and rapping. These are stereotypes we have.
CCQ
“all women are bad drivers” is it a stereotype?

Is stereotype helpful for us to make decision?
Give me examples of stereotypes.
