· Secondary aim: Ss will be able to fully understand the passage.
· Personal aim: I want Ss to enjoy my class and make Ss highly envolved in the class. 


	Language Skills:
· Reading : Ss will read the passage
· Listening: Ss will listen to teachers’ instruction and partner’s Q&A 
· Speaking: Ss will talk with their partners about comprehension question 
· Writing : Ss will write answer of pre- activity worksheet.

	Assumptions:

Students already know

·  What skimming and scanning are.
·  that sticker tattoos are temporary.
·  When we use a temporary tattoo.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions: Some student will put so much water on the sticker tattoo and fail to transfer on their skin. ->extra sticker will be needed.
Time will be delayed.-> Emphasis on time limit when I give instruction and give time warning clearly.
