	Aims: To learn vocabularies and expressions for doing school project and describing related 

abilities
To practice listening to authentic conversation between native speakers with different ages

To understand literal meaning and cultural meaning of word/sentence in context 

To be able to pick up details from the fast-paced talk by answering detailed questions
To practice speaking by discussing with partner 
To practice writing skill by writing a short essay about own experience about the topic


	Language Skills:
Listening: short conversation between parents and a daughter about making a science project homework 

Speaking: explaining opinions, guessing, comparing answers within group and class 
Writing: Write a short essay about own experience of doing school project with parents 


	Language Systems:
Lexis : idioms describing about making something and one’s ability about it 
Function :  Catch the cultural clue of being sarcastic
Structure : causative sentence structure with verb ‘make’



	Assumptions:
Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course.

Students are familiar with American accent and can follow the flow of basic conversation




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may think that the conversation is too fast and may not be able to follow easily 

· Let students listen to the video again until they understand the main storyline (if necessary, play in slower speed)
· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening 

· Chunk the listening

· If student needs for time to finish each task 
· Vocabulary: give 2-3 more minutes to finish and share the answer 
· Discussion for comprehension question: Cut discussion time short by moving on to sharing the answer time with whole class 
· Gap filling activity: If students request, repeat the video 5 more times and discuss with whole class about answer. If some students still want to listen to more, share the reference source. 
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipation 

· Give students more time to discuss and write essay (+SOS Activity)
