	Aims:  To learn vocabularies of phrasal verb and understand meaning in context
To learn how to use phrasal verb in the right structure and context
To practice listening to authentic expressions in actual American song

To be able to pick up details from the fast-paced talk
To practice speaking by discussing with partner and whole class
To practice writing skill by writing a sentences using specific phrasal verb


	Language Skills:
Listening: Listen to song lyric, Drill, Instruction
Speaking: explaining opinions, guessing, drill, comparing answers within group 
Writing: Write a sentence using given phrases

	Assumptions:
Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and pace of the course.

Students are familiar with American accent and can follow the flow of song and basic instruction 



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may think that the song is too fast and may not be able to get the point 

· Let students listen to the video again until they understand the main storyline and main part of lyrics (if necessary, play in slower speed)
· Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening 

· Chunk the listening for important part. Skip the unimportant part 
· If student needs for time to finish each task 
· Single substitution drill: give 30 more seconds to practice all phrase at least once
· Gap filling activity: give 1 more minutes to finish. 

· Dialogue activity: help students if they have trouble creating a sentence and let students to finish it as a homework and practice one more time during next class. 
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipation 

· Give students more time to discuss and do SOS Activity

Today, I will start my class with showing 2 music videos in youtube. Please discuss with your classmate and try to find what’s in common in these 2 song lyrics.  
(After playing the video) 
The answer is both songs have ‘phrasal verb’ in the lyrics as well as in the titles. 
Those verbs come together with particle / preposition and create another verb with new or slightly different meaning.  

1st Taylor swift song had ‘Shake off’ 

Do you know the meaning of shake off? 

-> Get rid of / free yourself from something
(usually, illness, habit, thought, etc.) 
Also, 2nd Jason Mraz song had ‘give up’.

do you know the meaning of give up?
-> stop doing / trying / thinking / believing something
Today we are going to learn about some more verbs and practice how to use it.
