· Personal aim: Ss understand about preciousness and equality of all lives.

	Language Skills:

· Listening: Listen explains and questions.
· Speaking: Answer questions and say hello to rescued animals.
· Reading: Read each body parts on the board.

· Writing: Write each body on the board.


	Language Systems:
· Phonology: N/A

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

 → give a spare chances to match on a pictorial puzzle .
· Ss couldn’t wright name of body parts on the card. 
 → give a right answer on other side as a hint. 
· Ss could not distinguish what differences of body parts are between  people and other animals
→ Give some hints from teacher and try to guess.

 “With what body part did you have a lunch?”
“Eye? Ear? Yes, mouth!”
”What body parts do you have?”
“Arm? Nose? Leg! 
Wow, you have various body parts!”
Sing & CCQ

T shows a body parts song on the TV for elìcitation to sing with a dancing. And then T asks students some questions about topic like as

“Was it fun?”
"What did you hear in the song?"
(Eyes, nose, ears..bla bla bla)

“That's right! “
‘Then, what do you think we are going to learn about today?"

(body parts)
Explain

T explains the topic and shows a picture of a human body parts on TV.
“That's right! “
 “Can you see this picture?”
“And then could you read each name?”
T elicits to read together with points on TV.

“Eye, ear, nose, mouth, leg,”
“Good job, thank you”
T shows a picture of an animal body parts on TV.

 “And here is one more thing’”
“What is this?”
“Yes, it’s animal body parts.”
“Can you read each name also?”
T elicits to read together with points on TV.

“Eye, ear, nose, mouth, leg and a tail!”
“Wow, something is same to human and something is different.”
“What are same in the faces, a student’s name?”
“We all have eye, ear, nose, mouth in the face. Good.” 
“And what is different, a student’s name?”
“Yes, tail. Animals have tails but human don’t have a tail.”
“What is a tail?”
T explains a tail with a dog toy it has a tail. 

“Tail is an animal’s body part at back side like this.”
“Animals express their happiness or sadness with their tail.”
“It’s interesting. Isn’t it?”

	Explain

T explains how to game and distribute two game sheets to each student.

“We learned human and animal body parts.”
“For more learning, how about a fun game of body parts? Do you want it?”
“Here are two game sheets for each person.”
“Can you stick below labels to correct body parts?”
Demonstrate and elicit
T shows how to do with example sheets.

“OK. First Animal’s. Let’s start”
“You done? Next, how about human?”
“Finish? What labels are remained, a student’s name?”
“Oh, A tail. Right.”
“Yes, the reason is human don’t have a tail.”
Elicit to think

“Animal body parts, something is same and something is different to humans.”
“What parts are same, yellow ones?”
“Human and animal have eye, ear, nose, mouth. “
“Yes, It’s same.”
“And what is different, green one?”
“Animals have tails, human don’t have a tail.”

(From here, same to upper)
	Introduce contents
T set up the Pictorial puzzle on the board and explains how to do the game.
(Pictorial puzzle has 6 crying animals that lost their one of body parts like as ears, eyes, legs, a mouth, a tail, and a nose.)
“Now, we learn about more animals?” 

 “Here is new fun game.”
 “Can you see that pictorial puzzle?”
“What are they here?”
T points animals
“More?!”
“Animals.”
“Yes, but they some strange and they’re crying.”
“Why are they crying?”
“Yes, because they lose their body parts”
“Can you help to find their body parts?”
“Yes”
Demonstrate 
First, T finds example animal’s lost body part and post it right place.

Second, T write name of a body part what T found right ago on the blanked name card.

Lastly, confirm right answer with turning the card and read a name what T wrote.
“Let me show how to do.”
“First, at the right side, find lost body part.”
“Second, at the left side, post it correct  place.”
“Third, write name of a body part on the blanked name card.”
“And lastly, show right answer to friends with turning the card. “
“And read a name together. “
“Now animal have no problem.”
“So we all, say to animal like this.”
“Deer, don’t cry. You are OK now.”
“Say together!”
“Deer, don’t cry. You are OK now.”
T remove animal’s tear from the board.

Because of your help, animal don’t cry anymore. Are you happy? Yeah~”
“OK, it’s fun. Can you do that?”
Elicit

T involves students in a pictorial puzzle one by one, until the full participation of all 6. 

“Who is first, OK   a student’s name!

Come out and find animals’ lost body parts.”
 “Good, you are smart!!”
“Can you write a name?

 If you need a hint, you can use a word on back side card.”
”Wow, you made it! Can you show them?”
“Read it together, 
A name of body part! “ 

 “And then, how can we say to the animal?” 

“A name of animal, don’t cry. You are OK now.”
T removes animal’s tear from the board.

“Thank you, Good job.”
“Next..?”
Keep a game until 6 students all do.

“What body parts we, human have? Can you read these together?”
Elicit
T shows a picture of an human body parts on TV and elicits to read together with points.

“Eye, ear, nose, mouth, leg,”
“Good job, thank you”
 “How about animal’s. let’s read together”
T shows a picture of an animal body parts on TV and elicits to read together with points.

 “Eye, ear, nose, mouth, leg and a tail.”
Wrap up lesson and share feeling

T involves all students to share each thought.
“From human and animal’s body parts, something is like yellow …”
“Same!”
“And something is like green …”
“Different!”
“But anyway we are all precious life, right?”
“Do you remember animals cried because they lost their body parts?”
“If we lost our body parts, how can we feel?”
“Hurt? Sad?”
“Yes, we will be same.”
“Every life is pretty and precious as you, Florence, Sally, Ally, Christine, Sunny, Rachel and these animals.”
“From today, if you meet a bird in a park, say hello to a bird like this.”
“Hello bird. Say together,”
“Hello bird”
“And then, a bird will say hello to you.”
“It will be fantastic. Won’t it?”
“OK, pretty, It’s time to go home.”
“Did you have fun? Me too”  
“Then, see you tomorrow. Goodbye all.”
