Materials:

- worksheet 1 ( 3 sets of the sentences ) for group work

Aims:
-Ss will know what the implications of each sentence are. Ss can understand more details of the sentences than before. 
- Ss will know the present simple tense through sentence pairs.
-Ss will know when Ss use present simple in the context. 
 

Language Skills:

- Speaking: eliciting, discussion, presentation.
- Listening: teacher’s instruction, discussion in groups

- Reading: worksheets of task’s information

- Writing: writing for presentation. 
Language Systems:

- Function: Expression of sharing the previous experiences. 
-Grammar: present simple 
- Discourse: Group discussion

 

Assumptions about Students:

- Most students exposed to the grammar of the present simple tense in their school days. 
- Ss feel comfortable with each other. 
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:

- If time is running out, shorten the discussion time. 
- If time is running out, remove post-activity.

	Good afternoon Students. How are you? I hope that you had a good weekend. 
Eliciting usage of the present simple.
T: Do you like movie, Choi? 
S: Yes, I like movie.
T: What do you do, Sherlyn? 

S: I am English teacher for children. 

T: Thank you for your answers and today topic is simple present tense.
T writes 2 sets of examples on the board: 

1. Peter lives in Korea.
a. Lives Peter in Korea?
b. Does Peter live in Korea? 
2. Julie likes dogs.

a. Julie don’t like dogs.

b. Julie doesn’t like dogs.
T: What is the correct sentence? A or B?
S: answers.
T: Yes, B is correct sentence.  

T: What is the tense of this sentence? 
Ss: ( it is “simple present”)

T: Yes, correct. It’s simple present tense and we use “Do/Does” for question or negative sentences.

Ss: (answers) 

T: right. His job is bus driver, but he may sleep now. Actually he is not driving a bus now but we use simple present tense just like this case.  

Like this, Please practice more sentences.
CCQ: 

What do you do?

T: Have you finished? 

OK, you guys, would you tell me what is his/her job from set 1?

/eliciting the meaning from the simple present tense/
CCQ: 
In “a”, Is he in a taxi or at home today? 

/ask each group about each example set, and share the opinions with whole class/

in “a”, his job is taxi driver but he could be at home today.

in “b”, her job is English teacher for children but she is also not in school at weekends.

in “c”, his job is cooker for Korean foods but he is cooking a burger at home now
