	Aims:
-To learn vocabulary starting the spelling from SM,SN and ST
-To practice listening by sounds of double consonants sm,sn and st
-To be able to pick up details or distinguish from similar sound of words 
-To be able to follow the motion/action of the words and simple instruction by T.P.R
-To understand the story by using vocabulary of double consonants sm,sn and st
-To practice speaking by sing a song related the phonics double consonants storybook
-To practice speaking by reading a book  related the phonics double consonants storybook
-To be able to write the spelling of words -double consonants sm,sn and st for Bingo game 



	Language Skills:
Listening: each phonics vocabulary of double consonants sm,sn and st / chant of phonics storybook for 1 minute, story of ‘Stella the Smart Snail’, following the action of simple instruction.
Reading: textbook for phonics vocabulary , storybook of ‘Stella the Smart Snail’
Speaking: sing a song, say the vocabulary of double consonants sm,sn and st
Writing: Bingo worksheet



	Language Systems:
Lexis: vocabulary used in starting from double consonants SM,SN and ST
Phonology: understand of sounds
Function: understand of the words with demonstration





	Assumptions:
· Students know they should speak only English in the class.
· students know how the class is set up and run (there will be 2 students groups at each table, there will be space for activity in the middle)
· it is not for a first time for learning double consonants sm,sn and st (there were a previous class to introduce this lesson, today’s lesson focus on practice)





	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· students may not be able to speak the sound of sm,sn and st easily
-> Let them listen to the tracks again until they feel familiar of sounds
-> Teacher speaks sounds out and give them enough input
-> Teacher show the demonstration of vocabulary 

- students may not be able to understand story book easily
-> show them story with pictures, make it simply and tell them as a storytelling with action
-> before reading a storybook sing a song as a chant related the story
-> do concept checking or answer checking by their response of following simple instruction to demonstration on their action.

· student may not be able to concentrate for a long time
-> make activity fun and interesting 
-> try not to do one activity more than 15 minutes ( break it into pieces)

· student may do unexpected action as their age are young
-> be patient for children,

Instruction 1:
(write the rules on whiteboard in simple way, DO or Do not do)
we are going to do activity ‘Simon says’

CCQ: Teacher can check students’ understanding directly, if students pick up the right word card and speak out the sound correctly when teacher show the picture.

After one person make it correct, let another students repeat the sound.
