	Aims:

To become familiar with and practice common expressions used while talking to the job interview by drilling, changing the underlined words and doing a role play




	Language Skills:
Listening: drilling/following instructions/role play

Speaking: role play/discussion

Reading: dialogue/questions
Writing: vocabulary/role play




	Language Systems:

Phonology: correct using pronunciation during interview

Lexis: insurance, commissions, bachelor/masters/doctor degree, neat, etc.
Grammar: WH-information questions (What did you study in university? What company do you represent? How much does the job pay?)

Function: asking for information; giving information; hypothesizing

Discourse: dialogue




	Assumptions: 

-Students know most of words in the dialogue

-Most students have experience to do job interview




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Students already know:

If student has difficulties in understanding key vocabulary -> give them further examples

If student has trouble with drilling practice -> read the dialogue more slowly

	1. Prediction

Let’s imagine you’re seating in front of interviewer. What should you prepare? What questions can you expect? I’ll give you 2 minutes. Brainstorming.

· CCQ

Do you work alone?

What should you do?

(run task – monitor)

(elicit students ideas – vacation, money, insurance, etc.)

Ok. Please make group with your partner. (Give worksheet #1)

2. New Vocabulary

(1) Instruction

“We are going to learn the new vocabulary. First, look at the following list of vocabulary items.

(Distribute the worksheet #1)

Let’s find what is benefit or qualification.

(2) Demonstration

What the most important benefits and qualifications are. (Ask benefits groups) What benefits they want? (Ask qualifications groups) What qualifications they have?

Work together with your partners. I’ll give you 5 mins to finish it.”

(3) ICQ

What do you do with your partners?

Can you use a dictionary?

Are you working alone or in pairs?

How much time do you have?

Let’s start!

(4) Monitoring 

(Monitor discreetly and check if students are working well. Help students when they ask for help.)

(Give time warnings)

Now you have 1 min left. 

Time’s up.

(5) Check Answers

Let’s check the answers together.

	1. Dialogue drilling (Controlled practice)

(1) Instructions

As I mentioned, today’s topic is

“Job interview”. This is a conversation between two people at the job employer's office. (distribute the dialogue)

Now, practice with a partner. Once as the applicant and once as employer. I’ll give 5 min. Try to memorize the script while practicing.

(2) ICQ

Are you working individually?

What are you doing now? 

Ok. Work with same partner. Change the roles each other. I’ll give you 5 min. 

· CCQ

Are you working in pairs?

What are you going to do with your partners?

How much time do you have?

(Time warning)

Ok, everyone! Time is up! You are doing well. 

2. Role Play (Free Production)

Now, we’re going to do real practice. Take one role card each. You will be an applicant or employer. Read the worksheet carefully and follow the instructions. I’ll show you what to do.

(demonstrate with a student volunteer)

You have 10mins. Work around with classmates. You will share your acting to your classmates.

· CCQ

Are you working individually?

What are you doing now? 

How much time do you have?

(Run the task, monitor and help students as needed, have pairs perform their role play in front of the class. Take note of any noticeable errors students make with the new expressions learned today.)
