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In this essay will describe how author experienced learning of second language. The author will be written by 'I'. I have experienced learning of English by two big experiences in two different countries, South Korea and United States. Before age of fourteen, I have learnt English by Korean in Korea. I started learning English since I was five years old. However I did not enjoy learning English until fourteen years old. Compare to art class, English class was too boring, and it was not very active to me. Also class was not concentrated well since firstly how I learnt English was, ‘What is English, how to write, and grammar was about 80 per cent of class.’  Mostly English teachers in Korea were explainer, traditional and false. They did not involved in class, pretend to be a professional teacher and focused mostly on vocabulary and grammar.  As a student, I was hard to learn enjoyably since teacher was too scary to myself. English teachers were just teachers to me because they became false teacher, not showing their characteristics. Type of explainer teacher is who focuses on vocabulary and grammar, uses types of power points when teach. My experience of learning English was just like definition above, type of explainer. Overall first experience of learning English in Korea was failure to myself.
However when I went to America when I was fourteen, it totally changed. I can say my learning of English was successful. Teachers in US were mostly involver, modern of teaching style and true. In English Second Language class, I could learn English enjoyably by various activities of learning programmed by teacher. I did not learnt grammar until I went to high school, and class was very talkative. Since I was kinesthetic student, by talking in English no matter sentences are perfect in grammar, just talking with classmates helped overcoming fear of learning English. Not only for developing English skill, I could be an outgoing student in class by doing Icebreaker in start of class. Since I have to be involved in class and everyone in the classroom had to talk in English, it also helped overcoming fear in front of the other students. Even though Icebreaker was very short, it made students be concentrated and get ready to involve in class.  
As a learner of two different teaching styles, it is important how was the first learning experience. If a teacher focuses on one student’s learning style, is she or he kinesthetic, visual, or auditory modality, it will help student’s learning efficiently. Usually nowadays people in Korea start learning of  English since very young age, if class is active and teacher is modern, students will enjoy learning of English and experience of learning of English would be positive. For example, starting class with ‘Icebreaker’, class can be active. If teachers are like friends of students all times is not beneficial. However sometimes being like a friend and show them I am also the person by showing human characteristic, teachers can approach to students easily and effectively.
