	Aims: (3)
Main Aim: Students will predict the meaning of present continuous tense by listening and watching to Avril’s Lavigne’s song, “Things I’ll never say”, know and practice the form of present continuous by teacher’s explanation and worksheets. Drilling will be used when practicing present continuous tense. 
Secondary Aim: Students will practice listening and speaking ability by sharing knowledge and ideas in a group and present each other’s opinion. 
Personal Aim: I want our Ss to use ‘present continuous tense’ in their daily lives with confidence.



	Language Skills: (4- Integrated)
- Speaking: Practice activities, sharing knowledge and drilling.
- Listening: Listening to the music, teacher’s demonstrations, explanation and peers’ opinion.
- Reading: Reading worksheets to answer questions.
- Writing: Worksheet answers and doing homework.



	Language Systems: (3-5)
· Grammar : use of present continuous tense

· Function : expressing what people are doing at that time
· Discourse : Current situation, happening right now



	Assumptions:
· Students love listening to music

· Students already learnt present tense, and what present means
· Students know their team members



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students may be bored when they do drilling (Teacher can be active when drilling, try to finish fast and dense)
· Students possibly need more time to finish their activity (Teacher can be flexible to let students finish)
· Students might finish their work earlier than expected (Teacher can give out SOS Activity to students)

	“Look around your classroom. What are other students doing? 

What your peers are doing now?”

Demonstration

Kate or Ellen says : “Alicia is writing on a white board.”

Let’s take a turn to describe what your friend is doing who sits next to you right now. 

1. Spark interest

“Have anyone ever heard about singer, ‘Avril Lavigne?’ “

(If yes, ask what song they know. If no, then just say title of a song, ‘Things I will never say’)
Do you want to listen to the music? Let’s listen carefully.

2. Do (Guided Warmer Activity)

 When you listen to the music, try to focus on tense! 

ICQ

What should we do when we listen the song?

(play the song)
3. Recall
Did you enjoy this song? What is the title of the music? (Students will answer) Yes! Title is ‘things I will never say’.

What words did you hear at most? Did you hear any words, which formed of –ing?
Alicia will board the topic, ‘Things we are doing now’. 

4. Reflect

(Ellen will board ‘present continuous tense’ in the white board.)
(Alicia will board the sentences of present continuous to ask students what they heard while listening to music.)

Ex.  I am searching
       I am feeling 

       I am trying

As these lyrics included lots of present continuous tense, today we will learn about this tense. 
The reason why we use this tense is for actions happening now.
When we want to talk about an action that is happening now or at this time, we use present continuous tense.

I will say few sentences and tell me whether correct or not.
CCQ
Is he playing right now? (Correct/Incorrect)

Are they kissing yesterday? (Correct/Incorrect)

Is she jumping tomorrow? (Correct/Incorrect)

5. Conclude

Meaning:

Good job everyone! We have just learnt the present continuous tense.

The present continuous of any verb is formed of two parts. (the present tense of the verb to be plus the present principle of the main verb. Moreover, form of the present participle is ex) base +ing, talking, playing etc

Then, let’s find out the rule and talk about it.

(Simple Repetition Drill)

(Show students the substitution Table)

Okay, listen to what I am saying and do not repeat.

(ICQ) What do you do?

(Point to the Substitution Table while reading)

Okay, now listen and repeat after me.

(ICQ) What do you do?

(Point to the Substitution Table when reading and whole class repeat)

Now, I will pick some students to repeat separately. 

(Point to the Substitution Table and pick students randomly)

(Showing the worksheet#1 to Ss)

What we will do now is matching the verbs to the pictures. Fill in the blank using present continuous.
(Distribute worksheet)
Demonstration

Let’s try to solve first one together. What is he doing in this picture?

Yes! He is playing badminton. Good job! 
Do this work individually. You have 3 minutes

ICQ

How much time do you have?

Are you doing with your partner?

Feedback

Do you need more time for this?

(If yes – give 30 seconds extra time) (If no – check answers together)

2. Less-Controlled Practice

Instruction

Next is to “Make a sentence or Describe the picture or Talk about your plan”
I will distribute the worksheet to let you know.

(Distribute worksheet#2)
If you see the worksheet, you can see three colored box which are yellow, blue and red. We will go around one by one, when your turn is in yellow, she should make a sentence using “now”. If in blue, you should describe that picture and if in red, talk about your plan. Every expression should be using present continuous.
Demonstration (Alicia&Ellen)
Before we start, we will show how to do.

(XX and XX demonstrate the first two boxes in turn) 

Does it make sense?
Okay, then…any volunteer to go first?

(if no one, let them do “Rock paper scissors”)
ICQ

What will you do in red box?

What will you do in yellow box?

What will you do in blue box?

Let’s begin!

(After finished) Okay perfect job, everyone!
3. Free Practice

Instruction

Now, we will make our own sentences using present continuous.

(Distribute worksheet#3)

Please check what each is doing and make your own sentence at least five. Please keep in mind that you should use present continuous tense.
