The Gardner’s theory as it applies children class and my pledge as a teacher.
Before marriage, I taught mathematics & sciences for several years. In Korea, most students don’t like math, they think it’s very difficult to study. So, I was always thinking about having fun in class.
When I teach math, sometimes I explained the history of mathematical formula and behind story of it. Sometimes I did a nonsense quiz about the chapter. When I teach science, my best materials were color poop. As soon as hearing the word “the poop”, they laugh and the classroom mood changes soft. But due to the conditions of an academy, I had many students and a time limit to teach a curriculum. So during exam period, I checked on a one on one basis to make up for an unknown concept. Students are unique they work different. But the real state of education can’t satisfy each situation. Studying TESOL for children, I know the multiple intelligence concept, was developed by Gardner. If I had known this theory in the past, I could have focused my approach better and more efficiently.
So through this essay, I want to explain the Gardner’s theory as it applies my children class. At first, Howard Gardner has identified seven distinct intelligences. This theory has emerged from recent cognitive research and "documents the extent to which students possess different kinds of minds and therefore learn, remember, perform, and understand in different ways," according to Gardner (1991). According to this theory, "We are all able to know the world through language, logical-mathematical analysis, spatial representation, musical thinking, and the use of the body to solve problems or to make things, an understanding of other individuals, and an understanding of ourselves. Where individuals differ is in the strength of these intelligences - the so-called profile of intelligences -and in the ways in which such intelligences are invoked and combined to carry out different tasks, solve diverse problems, and progress in various domains. "Gardner says that these differences "Challenge an educational system that assumes that everyone can learn the same materials in the same way and that a uniform, universal measure suffices to test student learning. Indeed, as currently constituted, our educational system is heavily biased toward linguistic modes of instruction and assessment and, to a somewhat lesser degree, toward logical-quantitative modes as well." Gardner argues that, "a contrasting set of assumptions is more likely to be educationally effective. Students learn in ways that are identifiably distinctive. The broad spectrum of students - and perhaps the society as a whole - would be better served if disciplines could be presented in a numbers of ways and learning could be assessed through a variety of means." 
Here are 7 different intelligences Dr. Gardner proposes and the application to the children class about learning shape.

In a consistent approach to education, like using only handprints and teacher’s explanation, students don’t feel fully satisfied the study and aren’t fully happy. Gardner’s multiple intelligences theory can be used for curriculum development, planning instruction, selection of course activities, and related assessment strategies. Using this theory, when teachers plan the lesson, they are able to take advantage of this. For example, in my class when learn the shapes, I’ll make shapes of different colors and size. My first activity is making something use this shape. This time, children make an object like a house, mountain and others. Second activity is making story. Using the first activity object, grouping 3~4 person make a story about shape’s adventure. Third activity is puzzle. On circumstances, predict outcomes shape. I will prepare a step by step puzzle, so students will get difficult more. And last we sing a shape song and we making shape use fingers. During the class, more students will have an interest more. With each element linked properly in class, students can study more easily with fun.
Graduated TESOL course, I want to teach children under 7 years old. They are unfocused in class. So I will prepare more activities and materials. Always I will prepare over 4 activities like these.
One is color chart or word card. Two is simple song and dance. Three is a quiz or game. Four is acting mat sounded funny. I will stimulate the multiple brain section during the class, and this can also trigger student’s confidence to develop areas in which they are not as strong. The only thing I want students to learn English is to have fun and easily. To do so I will always do my efforts for teaching with fun and easy. I will also monitor and check myself and if there are any problems I will change my class.
