	Aims:

1. Main: To enable Ss to improve their speaking skills by having Ss to do speaking activities about holidays
2. Secondary: Ss will talk about holidays through matching the name and dates activity, making script and doing role play, and making and presenting their own holidays.
3. Personal: I want to improve on my time management. I want to improve instruction delivery. 


	Language Skills:
1. Speaking: Ss will talk about holidays and words related to holidays while doing matching and role play activities

2. Writing: Ss will be engaged in writing the script and ‘making their own holidays’ worksheet.
3. Listening: Ss will listen about other groups role plays. 
4. Reading: None to discuss 


	Language Systems:
1. Lexis: Holiday
2. Phonology: None to discuss

3. Grammatical: None to discuss

4. Functional: Role play on what goes on certain holidays. Introducing his/her own holidays.
5. Discourse: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

1. All Ss know what holiday means and can recall good/bad memories of holidays.
2. Most Ss know or have heard about the most of holiday names in the USA
3. All Ss have done matching activities before
4. All Ss have done role play activity before.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

1. Students may ask details about the USA holidays but I might not have enough time to explain all 10 holidays due to time management. 
-> I will prepare full set of correctly matched wall chart to put up after the activity for time management. If they have specific questions about the holidays, I will answer the questions during break time.
2. Ss might not be familiar about the holiday that they picked for main activity. 

-> I prepare more holiday topics than needed in case some groups wants to change the topics due to lack of information. 
3. Ss might not be able to think of their own holiday until the time is up

-> Tell the Ss that it’s okay but we have to finish up because the time is up. Tell them it’s okay to finish it during the break. Only share the Ss who finished.
4. The class might not have enough time to finish post-activity.
-> Instead of everyone presenting their profile in front of the class, let Ss share in pairs only.

“What are you going to do? Can you use 6 words? 4 words? How much time do you have?”
Now let’s pick the topics first (let them choose from the topic cards)” “and now I will pass out papers and the deck of picture cards for each group but do not start until I say so”

“Are you going to start when I pass out the papers and pictures?”

Monitor discretely. Give time warning (1min, 30sec, 10sec)
Have the groups come up in front of the classroom and demonstrate their script.
