	Aims:

1. Main: To enable Ss to improve their reading skills by having Ss to read an article and do comprehensive activities.
2. Secondary: Ss will enhance their reading skills through matching words activity, reading an article, comprehension questions activity, and applied worksheet activity.
3. Personal: I want to improve on my time management of each activity. I want to be more comfortable in delivering the whole class. I want to make sure to do error correction right. I want to complete the grouping technique with second phase.


	Language Skills:
1. Speaking: Ss will talk about the matching words. Ss will read the questions and answers in the main activity.
2. Writing: Ss will be engaged in writing the reading comprehension questions. Ss will write their own story in the post activity.
3. Listening: Ss will listen to other Ss' questions and answers. 
4. Reading: Ss will read the article.


	Language Systems:
1. Lexis: protest, restrictions, etc.
2. Phonology: None to discuss

3. Grammatical: None to discuss
4. Functional: Knowing how to ask comprehension questions and presenting their opinion applied to the article 

5. Discourse: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

1. All Ss know what the reading comprehension questions are and know how to make them.
2. All Ss have done matching activity before.
3. All Ss can skim through an article with less than 500 words.
4. Most Ss can imagine themselves as someone else and present their opinions on a topic.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

1. Students might not know all the words from the matching activity. 
-> I group them in pairs before the activity so that maybe they get help from each other. I also pre-teach only the few words that the whole class might not know. 
2. Some students might not finish reading the article in given time.
-> Tell them that it's okay but go to the next activity. They will have time to scan through while doing main activity.
3. I might have time left after doing post activity.
-> I proceed with SOS activity.
4. I might not have enough time for post activity

-> I just have one student present to the class or I let them finish it as homework.

Monitor discretely. Give time warning (1min, 30sec, 10sec)

"Now I would like to show you my own comprehension questions" I show each demonstration on the wall chart and I ask the students to answer them.

“Like I showed you, please make 3 or more questions for each levels of comprehension questions with your partners. I will give you 6min. Please write each question on each piece of paper." 
“What are you going to do? How much time do you have? Are you working individually?”
"I'll pass out the papers but don't start until I say 'begin'."

"Will you start when I give you the papers?"

Monitor discretely. Give time warning (1min, 30sec, 10sec)
