<ICQs>

How many dinosaurs that the teacher is going to show to the students?
What methods are the teacher going to use to raise the interest of students about dinosaurs?
<Greeting>

 Hello, everyone!  How are you? How was your weekend?
<Eliciting and Prediction>

(Showing Students pictures of Tyrannosaurus Rex, Velociraptor, Triceratops, Brachiosaurs, Stegosaurs, and Ankylosaurs to elicit the topic)

Please look at the pictures. 
What comes to your mind? (get Students ideas and guesses)
(encourage Students to answer, “This is Tyrannosaurs Rex.” “This is Velociraptor.” “This is Triceratops” “This is Stegosaurus.” “This is Brachiosaurus.” “This is Ankylosaurs.”)

Now, did you think of today’s topic?

[Students will know the answer but some of them will be shy to speak up so encourage them to speak out to practice their vocalization, “Dinosaur!”]
Good!  Today we are going to learn dinosaurs!

<ICQs>
How many minutes that the teacher needs to show videos to the students?
l. Videos of six dinosaurs
<Demonstration>
(Show the videos of six dinosaurs [any videos like movies or documentaries])

See these dinosaurs and see how marvelous they are!
<CCQ>

Do you know these dinosaurs’ names?  
Make students to focus on screen but not to the teacher. 
II. Write the dinosaurs’ names on the board
Next, I will call each one of you to write dinosaur’s name on the board.
<ICQ>

Will students write the correct name of dinosaur on the board without making spelling errors?
<Instructions>

Call students and each them write one dinosaur’s name on the board.
Now did everyone write dinosaur’s name on the board? 

Good!!

These dinosaurs are the most famous dinosaurs in the world. 

Some of you may know them very well, but there are probably some facts you will not about them so I will talk about them.
<CCQs>

Do students know what these dinosaurs’ names mean in Latin?
Do students know what foods they ate?
Do students know what country they lived?

How big are these dinosaurs?

What interesting facts about them?
I want you to write down in your notes that something that you did not know about these animals.

	Main Activity 

	Materials: Poster, Pencils and Crayons

	Time

	Set Up

Into Three Groups

	Procedure:

Give students six posters and pencils and crayons.
<ICQs>
How many groups do the teacher want to form?
How many people should be in the group?

How much time will group have?

What dinosaurs will the teacher should assign to the students?
l. Completing the poster.
<Instructions>
Now, I want to two people to form a group. 

There will be three groups. 
Each group will have a time to work on the poster.
(Distribute the poster)

In six dinosaurs, I will choose two dinosaurs and assign them to each group.
Each group will draw picture and write interesting facts about two dinosaurs I select for you.
<CCQ>

Is the teacher going to tell you how much time you left? (Yes)
Is the teacher going to let the student talk to another student in the group? (Yes)
If a student asks question or what information they put on the poster to the teacher should a teacher help them? (Yes).
When the students write the information of dinosaurs on the poster, make sure students use past tense and vocabulary correctly.

After the students finish their poster what they should do?

What important facts should the teacher teach to the students when they finish the poster?
<Instructions>
When you have finished your poster, I want everyone to stand up and see the poster of another group.
I want everyone to see what dinosaurs they draw and what interesting facts that students write in the poster.
<CCQS >

Did you see what other students did in the poster? (Yes.)
How long do students have time? (Three minutes).
Did you get any interesting information about dinosaurs that you found interesting? (Yes).
How many dinosaurs’ interesting facts did you learn?

Today, you noticed that we used a lot of past tense in the lesson,

Did you notice why we are using past tense for the dinosaur? [Because dinosaurs lived in the past].
Did you use past tense correctly? Such as live should be lived and is to be was. [Yes].
Did you write the information about dinosaur without making mistakes in vocabularies? [Yes].

Did you use phones or dictionary to help you write down correct vocabularies? [Yes]
Monitor discreetly and answer students’ questions if necessary.

Alright, you notice that if something relates to the history or the past then you use the past tense. 
I also wanted to emphasize by studying dinosaurs we people need to have interest in present animals because if we do not have interest in them like dinosaurs then they will become extinct like dinosaurs.

Aims:


Students will be able to label dinosaur pictures and discuss dinosaurs. 


Students will be able to tell interesting information to other students about six dinosaurs by the poster and participating in a pair activity which will be separated into three groups and choosing two dinosaurs by the teacher. Students will find out why using past tense is important when studying dinosaur because dinosaurs are connected to the history and the past.

Listening: Videos about dinosaurs. teacher’s instruction


Reading: Books, Notes


Writing: Activity with a pair in poster  


Speaking: Pair works and telling the facts of dinosaurs

Assumptions:


Students are experienced with pair work and asking questions


Students are familiar with the style of teaching


Students already know many facts about these dinosaurs


Students are mostly active and like to participate in group activity.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


One person is absent and there can be no pair work. ( The teacher will work as a partner.


Girls will have less interest about dinosaurs than the guys.( The teacher tells girls that having interest in extinct animals also helps them to know current animals better.
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
