	Aims:

1. Main: Students will be able to find what characteristic features that their favorite fictional characters have. Also the students will able to understand the characters’ feelings by role-plays and adjective words.
2. Secondary: Students will talk about fictional characters. In addition the students will select the adjective words that fit the characters. 


	Language Skills:

1. Speaking: Students will talk about fictional characters and speaking out their favorite character’s lines. 
2. Writing: Students will be engaged in writing words and guess the words if they are connected to their favorite fictional characters. 
 3.Reading: None to discuss 


	Language Systems:

1. Lexis: Fictional Characters, and adjective words.
2. Phonology: None to discuss

3. Grammatical: None to discuss
4. Functional: Role play on mimicking their favorite fictional characters.
5. Discourse: None to discuss


	Assumptions:

1. All students know who their favorite fictional characters are and what words will be best that fit to their characters.

2. Most students know or have seen these fictional characters before.
3. All students have done matching activities before
4. All students have done role play activity before.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

1. Students might not be able to think of their favorite fictional characters until the time is up

-> Tell the students that it’s okay but tell them, they have to finish up because the time is up. Tell them it is okay to finish it during the break. 
2. Some of the student might be too shy to do the fictional favorite character role play. 

->Tell the students do not get embarrassed but it is for their participation in the class, and make sure no students make fun of other students’ role plays.
3. Students will not be familiar with some of the fictional characters so they can say the character's names wrong. 
-> Teacher tells the names of the fictional characters to the students correctly if they cannot spell out the characters correctly.

Students must try their best to speak out the character's names. And must be afraid to say it even they get wrong pronunciation.

	"Who is your favorite fictional hero?"
"Who is your favorite fictional villain?”
Ask these questions, and get the answers from the students. 
The teacher also tells the students his or her favorite fictional characters and tries to mimic the characters. 
Teacher chooses the heroes or the villains for the students to work on.
How many villains and heroes are the teachers need to show to the students?
Teacher chooses the heroes or the villains for the students to work on.

. 
The teacher gives two heroes and three villains' names and makes students to write their names on the board.
In addition, make students to say out the characters names out loud.

If the students do not spell out the heroes or the villains’ names correctly then teacher tell their names. 
“After they have finished writing on the board then teacher give a paper to the students which adjective words connect to villains and heroes and tell them to write adjective words that the students think that will closely connect with heroes or villains.”
“What are you doing?” (connecting adjective words with heroes and villains)
“Are you doing this activity individually?” (Yes)
 How much time do you have?” (Five minutes)
"I'll pass out the papers that I want you to write on the word next to the villain or the heroes but don't start until I say 'begin'."
“Do not feel pressure but just write adjective words you think that connect to villains or heroes.”
Monitor discretely.

Students must show the respect of these characters by reading the quotes thinking what the characters had in their minds.

	“Let me tell you how the next activity is going to be. 
"What the teacher will do after the adjective word activity is finished?"
“What are you going to do?”

“How much time do you have?”

“Now I will select one person and that person comes out and tries to do the role play the hero or the villain that I choose for you."
“I will also give papers which contain quote lines of heroes and villains to you as well.”
“Then you will read the lines of them trying to mimicking them.”
"Try to understand the character that I choose for you and speak out these lines with emotions.
Have the students come up in front of the classroom.

Speaking out the lines of these characters by doing role-play.
If they are done with role, then show clips of these villains or heroes to the students to go into the depth of these characters. 

When all students are finished, then all students should give claps to the all students for their role-plays.  
Monitor discretely.

	"Did the students find out what meanings are hidden in these quotes of villains or heroes?"

After role play is finished, the teacher gives them a time to the students to find out what meanings are hidden in this quotes.

After then the teacher asks students one by one to come out and write on the board what are the possible meanings hidden in these quotes.
After they are done, the teacher questions why did they think like that way and tells correct meanings if the students write the wrong answers in meanings.

"What adjective words are connected closely with the villains or heroes?"
"What did you learn about these characters when you are doing the adjective words exercise and role plays?"

“Remember that adjective words are used to describe someone’s feelings, look like and their characters.”
 “Like what we did in the class, mimicking English people or English characters words will also develop English speaking.”

“I hope this exercise help you to understand what the adjective words are.”
“In addition, speaking out these characters’ lines in the role play also shows the example how to improve your speaking skill as well.”
“I hope you have a good day!”
