Procedure:

Hi, everyone!  How are you? How was your weekend?
You remember that we learned relative clauses with using who, that, and which?
For example, “An architect is someone who designs buildings.”
<CCQ>

(Name), is an architect a person?

Right. So when we describe a person, we use who, not which.
Let me give another example.

“Grace works for a company which makes furniture.”
<CCQ>

(Name), is it possible to use ‘that’ instead of ‘which’?

Yes, ‘that’ can replace ‘which’ or ‘who’.

Listen to music focusing on the lyrics

	Teacher Talk
Procedure:
l. Find a relative clause in the lyrics
<Instructions>

Before doing the main activity, let me introduce a song. Please try to focus on the lyrics.
(Write ‘Maybe my mind is in the gutter.’, ’I left my lover in the gutter.’ on the board)

A gutter is a place so we can use ‘where’ to make them in one sentence. Put where right after the place. So, in this case, it will be ‘Maybe it’s in the gutter where I left my lover.’
(Write the sentence on the board)
<CCQ>

Can you use ‘where’ for a person?
(No)

Can you combine two sentences with ‘where’?
Where can you put ‘where’ in a relative clause?
 II. Drilling
<Instructions>

(Write ‘The restaurant where we had lunch was near the airport.’ on the board.)

Now, we are going to practice.
Can you read out this sentence?
Change ‘we had lunch’ and let Ss guess what place it is. (ex. Write ‘we stayed last night’ instead of ‘we had lunch’ and ask ‘Where can we stay?’. The answer can be ‘hotel’.)

After guessing all the places, repeat each sentence 2 times.

(after 3 minutes)

 Let’s get together.

(Check the answers.)
<CCQ>

How much time do you have?
Can you use ‘who’ instead of ‘where’?

Monitor discreetly and answer Ss’ questions if necessary.
II. Your dream house
(Write ‘Where would you like to live in the future?’)
<instructions>

Everyone did well so far. Why don’t we make our own examples this time? Let’s talk about our dream house. Where would you like to live in the future? I will give you my example first.

(Write ‘I would like to live in a place ...’)

You have 1minute to prepare. The sentence should start with ‘I would like to live in a place where~’.
<CCQ>

How much time are you going to have to prepare?
Are you making a sentence about a classroom? (No)

(After 1minute)

Share your examples with your partner. Ask your partner why she/he wants to live in that place as well. I will give you about 3 minutes.
After 3 minutes, pick some of Ss and ask what kind of place his/her partner wants to live in the future and why. If time is short, cut the reasons.

Assumptions:


Students already know:

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


If Some students are still confused the position of ‘where’ when they connect two sentences


->Explain one more time slowly and step by step.


If Students need more time to finish their activity


->Be flexible with the time as giving Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of post activity.


If time is short


->Cut the time of sharing the student’s stories.


If Students finish their tasks earlier than expected


->Do a Hangman game to review today’s vocabulary.
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
