Countable nouns need a, an or plural form.
Uncountable nouns need nothing. They have one form.
Could you distinguish two types of noun? 
Let’s see the chart of uncountable nouns.
(Showing the PPT) Could you read the categories, Jinny? (Jinny reads)
Thank you.
Now we can distinguish uncountable noun from countable nouns.

(Drill) 
Let’s go back to the main sentence.
He rides a bicycle.
Could you repeat me? (Ss repeat) x 3times
He rides a bicycle.
Could you make the plural form of this sentence?
(Ss answer They ride bicycles.) good!
Could you read, Jerry? (Jerry reads) 
Where is the stress? (Ss answer) great!
