Set a time limit for Ss to think of stereotypes of given subject. 
Instruction
1. Discuss in pair about the stereotypes of the subject in the card.  
2. Do not say the word written in the card at all. (Because you’re going to do words guess game with it.)  
3. Take a note while you discuss about the stereotype of the subject.

Monitor discreetly.

The Video Transcript (Asian American Stereotype)
Dr. Richard Lee: 

"There are definitely stereotypes that men and women experience that are very different.

For Asian American men, whether you are adopted or not, the stereotypes are that you are less masculine, that you are nerdy, that you are into technology and computers, you're not athletic, and you are not attractive; you're short and feminine.

The stereotype for Asian American women is not necessarily any better, but it is different - women are perceived as exotic, as submissive, as care giving, also as sometimes conniving or too clever, tricky.

Aims: 


- To build Ss’ self-esteem and confidence in expressing opinion 


- To practice positive and negative adjectives which support Ss’ thoughts


- To practice listening and speaking fluently through discussion.

Language Skills:


- Listening: the video clip, student talk, teacher talk, game and questions


- Speaking: prediction, answers, student talk, game and discussion


- Reading: PPT slides


- Writing: essay assignment, note-taking during discussion, dictation to the video clip





Language Systems:


- Lexis: vocabularies in the video clip and discussion 


- Function: Stating negative and positive stereotypes of a certain topic


- Discourse: expressing thoughts freely and opening to new ideas

Assumptions:


- Ss know how to distinguish adjectives between negative and positive.


- Ss already have stereotypes about others.


- Ss are adults. (age 20 and up)


- Ss do not have hesitation of expressing their opinion in public.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





- If Ss cannot understand the video contents, 


Repeat the part of the video clip where Ss do not understand.


Hand out the transcript of the video clip.





- If Ss do not know some words and teacher skips, 


Ss ask teacher the words.


Encourage them to use dictionary. 





- If Ss do not know participate during the discussion,


Encourage Ss to speak by asking questions. 





- If the PPT slides do not work, 


Print out picture resources as realia, and play video clips individually.
