A lion called Christian
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LONDON — The “Christian the lion” video, which shows a full-grown lion hugging and kissing his former caretakers in a heartwarming reunion, has become an Internet sensation, logging more than 4 million views on YouTube. 
According to the Los Angeles Times, the video has all the right ingredients of a smash hit: The lion’s menacing slink towards the camera, then the look of recognition on its face as it lunges towards the young men to embrace them, with Whitney Houston’s I Will Always Love You playing in the background for full sentimental effect.
While walking through London's Harrods department store in 1969 which sold exotic animals, Ace and John spotted two lion cubs for sale. Passing on the female cub, they purchased the male weighing 16 kg at the time. Harrods happily agreed to part with the cub for 250 guineas, because he was becoming too carpetmuch of a handful for the department store. Just the night before he had escaped and wreaked havoc in the  department.
Inspired by the Bible and a sense of humor, Ace and John named the lion “Christian", and kept it in their living room. They became local celebrities, the Daily Mail said, parading the cub around London, taking it to restaurants and even playing football with it. Using their tone of voice, they trained Christian about what was appropriate and what wasn't.
“He could tell by the tone of our voice,” John explained. “He knew that we wanted him to calm down, not now, let’s go, that sort of thing. We were very fortunate that we got it right. We ended up with a wonderful animal. He never bit anybody.”
But Christian soon grew to 84 kg and his food bills became exorbitant. Also, they weren’t worried about Christian attacking anyone. It was more that he was so big he could break a window just by leaning on it. They knew the lion couldn’t stay with them much longer.  
With the help of George Adamson known as "Lion Man," Christian was taken to his new home in the wilderness of Kenya, East Africa. When the two friends felt sure Christian had a new family and a safe territory, they went back to their lives in London. One year after releasing Christian into the wild, John and Ace traveled to Kenya to check on him. 
The men were told the lion would probably not recognize his old caretakers. But as the video shows, Christian not only recognized them, but ran to them and hugged them. He even introduced them to his wife, as if they were old friends.
 “Christian stared at us in a very intense way,” Ace was quoted by the Daily Mail as saying. “Then, as if he became convinced it was us, he ran towards us, threw himself on to us, knocked us over, knocked George over and hugged us, like he used to, with his paws on our shoulders.

The next day, Christian walked back into the bush, where his lionesses and cubs were waiting. He was never seen again — but the power of the Internet guarantees that he will never be forgotten.
