	Aims:

Ss can tell Korean wedding and Western wedding from their experiences or the knowledge.

Ss can  think about their own opinion about love and marriage.
Ss will be able to get reading skill ‘scanning’.

Ss know the new words related to the topic, ‘love and marriage’.
Ss will be able to discuss their ideas about love and marriage.


	Language Skills:

Listening : T Instruction, other Ss talks.
Speaking : Discussion the topic love and marriage 

                  Tell Korean wedding and Western wedding from their experiences or the knowledge.

                  Answering from the worksheet questions
Reading : Worksheet
Writing : N/A


	Language Systems:

Grammar : From the reading text, Ss can know the grammar
Phonology : T and Ss speaking, from learning the new words, practice the pronunciation

Lexis : the new words related to the topic, ‘love and marriage’.
Function : From the reading text
Discourse : Ss can make larger sentences about the topic. 


	Assumptions:

Ss are adults. (Ages of 25~40)
Ss are familiar with the topic; ‘love and marriage’.
Ss well participate in the class
Ss prefer doing things together than doing individually.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Ss don’t have many experiences or knowledge about Western wedding.

-> T talks about some examples of Western wedding, and T have Ss talk about Korean wedding more
Ss have difficulties from scanning (reading skill) 
-> give them about 2 more minutes when they read the passage again.

If Ss don’t put much efforts in discussing ideas with partners.
-> Change it to the whole class activity

Ss have hard time thinking the new words are related to the topic of the reading

-> give them a direct meaning of the new words

If time is lacking, 

-> Discussion in a group and then finish the class.

(Lead in Questions.) 
- Is there anyone who got married?
- Could you tell us about your wedding?

- How was your wedding?

- What was the most impressive thing ore event in your wedding?

- How did you decide to get married to him/her?

- Is there anyone who wants to get married?

- What kind of wedding do you want to have?

- What do you think the most important thing for the wedding?

I will show you 3 pictures of Korean wedding, and 3 pictures of Western wedding.

- What do you think is the difference between them?
- What do you think of Korean wedding these days?

- Do you feel some changes compared to before?
- Have you ever been in western wedding?
- When do you want to get married?

- Do you think your boyfriend/girlfriend is your life-long partner?

- How can you be sure when you have to choose your life-long partner?

We are going to read Dear Agnes Column today. The topic we are going to read and discuss is Have I found Ms. Right?

Ss understand the all words on the 
Worksheet ‘before you read’
Ss scan the Dear Agnes column.
	I will hand out the column paper and worksheet which says ‘Before you read’ to each one of you. 
Ms/Mr. Right means the perfect partner. 

Please look at A in the Before you read worksheet, and read each statement and think about your own opinion. Circle Agree or Disagree.

I will give you about 2 minutes. 

CCQ : Are you discuss the each statement with your pair? (No.)

(Ask Ss answer randomly)

The following words phrases, in B of your worksheet, can all be found in the reading. How do you think they are related to the topic of the reading?

- How do you think _____ is related to the topic of the reading? 

- Can you make an example with this word?

*

Head over heels: entirely, wholly, completely
Spouse: a husband or wife.
Compatible: being able to associate
Admire: respect
Self-centered: selfish. interested only in oneself
Now, Let’s jump into the topic! Please look at the Dear Agnes column, saying “Have I found Ms. Right?’
We will scan the column first. 

Scanning is one of the reading skills. 

When we need to read something to find certain information, we move our eyes very quickly across the text. When we scan like this, we do not read every word or stop when we see a word we do not know. We read quickly and stop only to find the information we are looking for. 

CCQ: When you scan, do you read very carefully? (No)

Are you going to stop when you see a word you don’t know? (No)

I will give you just 40 seconds to scan the column.

Take a note about the words Ss don’t know before. 
Scan the column again. 

Check what Ss remember..
	(Turn on the OHP machine)
(Only show the top part ‘Word check’)
You scanned the whole passage. How was it? How much did you read it?

We are going to check these words out before we read the Dear Agnes column again. 

-Could you read number __ for your classmates?

-Can you see the synonym with ‘tie the knot’ in this word check list? (walk down the aisle)

-Can you make another example with number __ ?

If needed you can take a note in your reading paper. 

We are going to scan the column again.

This time, I will give you 1 minute.

Read quickly as much as you can, but try to remember important information from it. So read a little more carefully than we just did before, but read it still fast. 
(Turn off the OHP machine)

CCQ: How much minutes I will give you this time? (1 minute)

(Turn on the OHP machine)

(Show the whole ‘Word check’ and ‘what do you remember?’)
We read the column twice. Now we are going to decide if the following statements about the reading are true or false.

(Have one student read a statement, and have all students answer for each statement.)
