	Materials:

· White board and markers
· Pictures 1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9,10 (2 pictures for Pre Task, 8 pictures for students)
· Worksheet (7 copies)

· Blank paper (7 copies)



	Aims:

· Ss can describe the picture in English.
· Ss can awaken their imagination and creativeness to make a story in a peer group.
· Ss can practice and improve speaking, listening by working in a group.
· Ss can learn vocabulary.



	Language Skills:

· Listening : Listening to the teacher’s instruction and other students’ description and stories related to the pictures.
· Reading : N/A , but Vocabulary; when they describe a picture, they will write down the new words on worksheet for homework next time. 
· Speaking : Describe a picture individually, and make a story in a peer group.
· Writing : Ss can write sentences on the blank paper  before they describe, and make a story. 



	Language Systems:

· Function : Describe the picture -> state
· Phonology : Pronunciation related to vocabularies in description.
· Lexis : New vocabulary in the description.
· Discourse : Making a story in a peer group. 
· Grammar : N/A



	Assumptions:

· Ss already know the T style of teaching and how the classroom works.
· Ss participation is very good, and they are mostly active and positive.
· Familiar with giving a presentation in front of the class. 



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· When they describe the picture, they may not describe with new words. 
-> Encourage Ss to think different sentences, if it’s not enough, T tell the sentences with new words and make the Ss write them down on the worksheet.

· If Ss have some difficulties to make sentences,
-> Tell them they can use the dictionary.

· If some Ss finish their peer work earlier than others,
-> Let them make a sentence with each of the new word we learned from individual description part. 
· If Ss want to exchange the pictures with others,
-> They can exchange the pictures but make them finish the task in time.

A picture of ice cream and biscuit. 
White board and markers. 
Worksheet (7 copies)

	10 mins

	Whole Class 
	Ss write down the new words on their worksheet. 


	<Greeting>
Hello, everyone. Good afternoon. 

(Hand out the worksheet (7 copies)) 

<Describe the picture together>

(Showing Ss a picture of four different people)
Look at the picture, here. 

What can you see in the picture?

(Get Ss answers and write them on the board)

What can you describe the picture?

(If Ss don’t answer, make one student say loudly)

(Showing Ss a picture of ice cream and biscuit) 

What is it?

Yes. Delicious ice cream is between two biscuits. It looks really delicious. 

Let’s make our own story with these two pictures now. 

What can you say?

(If student’s just say “They are eating the ice cream and biscuit, T gives a idle answer.)

Use your imagination and creativeness. 

I would say “There are four people who initially make the dessert called BCNET. Biscuit, Chocolate, and Eating them together.”
Yes, Today, we are going to do these two things we have just done together.

Ss give a presentation, describing a picture by their seat. 

Ss write the new words on their worksheet paper. 
	(Hand out the blank paper and the pictures. one student for one picture)

First, Describing the picture. 

I will give one of you a different picture, and you will describe the picture for classmates. 

It is okay to use your dictionary to find out the new words. Please describe the picture in detail. Please make at least 3 sentences. 
Let’s listen to your description. 
00! What picture do you have?

Why don’t you speak your description out?

(All seven students describe their own picture)
(If the new words come out, write them on the board)

	Ss make a story on their blank paper first, talking with their peer.

Ss give a presentation in front of class. 


	Second, Making a story. 
You are going to make a story with your friend who is sitting next to you. 
So you two have two different pictures.

With your imagination and creativeness, make a story. 

Several things you could see in the picture just would be a clue to make a story; you don’t have to describe the picture this time.

Are you going to describe the two different pictures? -> No. 

I will give you 10 minutes to make a story with your peer. 

(Since the students are 7,
One group for two
