	T: Hello, everyone. This is wonderful “Speaking English class by Min and Joe”. 

 How are you this morning? Fine, great!” “How’s your M-teaching going? Anyways, Summer is just around the corner .Scorching hot weather, isn’t it?
(Greeting)
Do you have any plan for this summer?
(Ss respond to T. In case they mention about travel,)
Where are you going to go? For how long? Whom are you going with?
(If Ss respond that they don’t have any specific plans yet,)
 If you don’t have any plans yet, how about traveling abroad? 
Why don’t we pretend we are going to travel another country on this coming holiday and start planning for it? OK, now let’s talk about ‘Going abroad’. That’s what we are going to work together.

	1. Vocabulary 

Instruction
Ok. Let’s look at the pictures.
(Display map of the world on the screen)

T: What is this? Have you ever been any of these countries outside Korea? Where about is that country? What did you do? What did you see?

Elicit Ss’ knowledge and experiences about foreign countries.

T: Now, Let’s find more about travelling abroad.
(T shows a picture.)

T: What do you consider when you go abroad?

Think about what you prepared when you traveled overseas. For example, where did you stay?
Elicit from Ss.

(T shows various pictures of places, transportation, accommodation  and  etc)

T: Ok, these are some categories you need to consider when you plan a trip abroad. 
T: What verb tense do you use when you talk about planning? 
(SS responds to the question)
(T writes down ‘Will / be going to’ on the board.  T asks Ss to give a sentence using future tense.) 
T: What verb tense do you use when you talk about your experience? 
(SS responds to the question)

(T writes down some examples on the board.  T asks Ss to give a sentence using past tense.)

	1. Discussion & Presentation
Instructions

T: Good! We talked about so useful & practical tips for traveling until now. In this section, what we are going to do is a group activity. First, what are we supposed to do for having a fun time and saving our cost before the trip? (When Ss answer “plan or schedule” )

Right, exactly. 
T: From now on, discuss in each group what things are to be prepared beforehand for a trip.

CCQ

What are you going to do?

Is this pair work or group work?

(One T distributes worksheet and board marks (red and blue) to each group.)

 T: And then, after discussion, write down on the worksheet what you will speak. You can have 5 minutes to talk and 2 minutes to complete the worksheet. After doing the group workout, each team will present your ideas to the class. Bear in mind that all members from each team should speak when each team presents.  Ok, are you ready? Go!
 (Two teachers monitor each group and give some advices and assistance in order for SS to work well.)
CCQ

How much time do you have?
T: Ok, I think every group has done. Who’s going to be first? Come on. Thanks for your cooperation, group A. Come to the front of the class. Let’s give them a huge round of applause. 
(After doing presentation), 
T: Excellent! Good job. As T is Pointing out group C, what do you think about Group A’ presentation? Okay any comments or opinions on that? 

T: I really want to listen to every group plan, but unfortunately we have no enough time. However, Is there anyone to give comment or a question on group A or somewhat different plan from Group A’? (If there is) ok, briefly tell us about it.  Ok, let’s move on to the next part.
2. Storytelling
Instructions

Ok, in this section you will talk about your unforgettable personal experiences or episodes while you were traveling. For example, Something happened in the airport, in the market, restaurant and so forth. You will talk about 5 minute in a group, and then a person from each group will introduce one of his or her best or worst unforgettable experiences to the class.  Are you ready? Go!

(Give time warning : 30 seconds Left)

Which group is going to introduce your unforgettable story?
Ok, Group B, 000. Thank you for your story. (After doing it,) wow, I also think that would be so unforgettable.

Instructions
(Write down some main errors Ss made during main activities. Ask Ss what would be right expression for it.)
T: What do you think about this sentence? Is this right? How can you change this correctly? 

Instructions
T: Write down the story about your experience that you talked about in your group.
II. Feedback & Conclude lesson
T: How do you feel about today’s lesson? Were there any difficulties during the lesson? What made you feel difficult? Did you understand the assignment clearly? 
T: Do you think you can now plan a good trip and want to hit the road right away? Unfortunately, we still have 4 more weeks to go. Good job today. See you guys tomorrow!

Aims:


To gain competence to communicate as a tourist in certain situations 


To practice and improve speaking, listening by group working  


To improve speaking ability to express one’s opinion by discussion & presentation 


To grow confidence in communicating in English through real play


To share their personal experiences of traveling abroad


To learn how to cooperate in a group after listening to T’s instructions


To learn how to present themselves in front of the class





Language Skills:


Listening: T’s introduction, classmates’ ideas


Speaking: participating in a discussion, presentation and storytelling


Writing  : Main activity 1, assignment on storytelling


Reading : Previously prepared presentation content





Language Systems:


Lexis : key words related to trip


Function : Stating one’s own experiences on your trip, making lines


Discourse : group discussion, presentation, sharing experiences


Grammar : Identifying various verb tenses 





Assumptions:





Ss know how the class is set up and run (there will be 4 groups of 3, 3, 3, 2)


Ss are familiar with the pace of the course


Ss are able to understand T’s instruction and tasks


Ss can speak and write their thoughts adequately with few errors


All or most of the Ss have overseas travel experience 


Ss are familiar with traveling situation


Ss have reasonably enough knowledge on foreign countries





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss may not have enough knowledge or experience on their topic


( T will give relative terms & background information in the ‘Pre-teach’ section before they start discussion


If Ss have trouble with putting their thoughts into words,


( T will give hints or encourage group members to help each other in English


If time is short,


( Skip main activity #2, cut post-activity short and reduce the number of Ss sharing their opinions


If students finish their tasks earlier than expected,


( Ask as many Ss as possible about their personal experiences, especially unforgettable episodes - centered in foreign countries
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
