	Procedure:

* Greetings

Good morning everyone! How are you today? 
Before I tell you what we are going to study today, let me show you this. 

* Show the picture of Hangul (Korean Letter )
Do you know what this is? Yes, this is Hangul, Korean alphabet. 
Do you know who invented this? Yes, King Sejong invented Hangul in 1443. 
Today, we are going to talk about great inventions and inventors in history using active and passive form.

Now I am going to show you some more pictures of inventions, then I want you to tell me who is the inventor. 
(show the pictures of a airplane/ dynamite / MS window logo/ telephone to the whole class and have the students make full active sentences) 
Does anyone know what this is? 

S: An airplane
Who invented this?
S: The Wright brothers 

Very good. Can you make a full sentence with it?      
S: The Wright brothers invented the airplane
Excellent! The Wright brothers invented the airplane 
(write it down on the board) 
(Continue to ask the same form of questions to the students for each picture and write down the sentences – answers : the Wright brothers/Nobel/Bill Gates/Alexander Bell) 

Good job. Now we have some sentences here. 
Everyone, repeat after me.

	Procedure:
Explanation of transforming a passive sentence from a active one using the sentences on the board.

“The Wright brothers invented the airplane.”  
This sentence is active form. 
What is the subject in this sentence? 

Good. ‘The Wright brothers’ is the subject. 

(Underline the Wright brothers)

What is the object in this sentence? 
Right. The airplane is the object. 

(Underline the airplane)

And what is the verb? 

Ok, we know what the subject and the object are in this sentence. And we also know what the verb is. Do you know what that means? That means we know everything to make a passive sentence with this active one! 

There are 3 important rules when we make a passive sentence. 
The first rule is to use the object as the subject.
(Write this on the corner of the white board)
Look at this sentence, ‘The Wright brothers invented the airplane.” 

The Wright brothers did something. It’s active. 

But what about the airplane? Did it do something? 

No. it didn’t do anything. It’s passive. 

So if we use this as the subject, we call it passive form.
So we can make a passive sentence by using “the airplane” as the subject. Then the object should be “the Wright brothers” which was the subject in the active sentence.

All we have to do is to switch these two. Isn’t it simple?
(Point at ‘the Wright brothers’ and ‘the airplane’, then write them on the white board) 

   The airplane                         the Wright brothers.
Okay. We have switched the subject and the object. 
Now, let’s check the verb. 

Here is the second rule! (Write this on the board)
When we make a passive sentence, the verb form should be “be + Past participle” 
So what is the past participle? 
Verbs have 3 different type of form. 

 Infinitive – past simple – past participle. 

(Write this down on the corner of the white board and write some examples like go-went-gone/call-called)

Fortunately, verb ‘invent’ has the same form of past simple and past participle. 

(Write down : invent – invented – invented)

(Point at the verb ‘invented’ in the  active sentence) 

What is the verb tense here? Can you guess? 

Yes, it’s past simple. We use past simple tense in active sentences. 
Then let’s make “be + Past participle” form with this. 
Which tense should we use for ‘be’? Past? Future? 

Yes, we have to use the past tense because the Wright brothers invented the airplane in the past.  

(Write down ‘was’) 

And how about past participle? 
What is the past participle form of verb ‘invent’? 
Now we have a passive sentence. 
But I think something is missing in here. 
The Wright brothers        invented        the airplane. 
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The airplane    was invented     the Wright brothers. 
Here is the last rule of passive form! We should remember “by”. If we want to say who does or what causes the action, we use “by” in front of the object. 
(Wright ‘by’ in the sentence) 
   The airplane was invented by the Wright brothers. 

Ok. Now we have a perfect passive sentence. 
CCQ : Does anyone have a difficulty to make the passive form? 
Ok, now I want you to change the rest of the sentences on the board from active form to passive form. I will give you 3 minutes. 
(Walk around and monitor the students carefully) 
Have you all finished? 
Ok, let’s start with the active form. Read this loudly, please. 
And what is the passive form of this sentence? 
CCQ : Is there any difficulty to understand how to make a passive form?
