Materials:
 
- White board ＆board markers, a tape
- Realia (candies, a bottle of water, pens, pictures, tray, fruits)
- 13 copies of vocabulary sheets (Grammar focused)

- 1 substitution wall chart 

- 1 picture of shopping list (based on role play)

- 13 copies of role-play worksheets (divided in student A and B parts)

- 13 copies of complaining worksheets

 
Aims:
 

- Students will practice countable and uncountable nouns.  
- Students will be able to use container words to count the uncountable nouns. 

- Students are able to practice the sentence structures with (a/an, some and How many / much) by drilling.

 
Language Skills:
 

- Listening: teacher’s instructions, drilling, role play
- Speaking: role play, drilling

- Reading: a vocabulary worksheet, a role play worksheet, a substitution wall chart

- Writing: filling out a role play and a complaining worksheet.

 
Language Systems:

 
- Grammar: countable/uncountable nouns, container words, adverbs

- Lexis/phonology: review countable/uncountable nouns for shopping

- Function: useful expressions for shopping by counting nouns 

 

Assumptions about Students:
 

- Students already know how the class is set up and run (in pairs)
- Students are familiar with teacher’s teaching style.

- Students know most of vocabulary words related to shopping.

- Students can distinguish the deference between countable and uncountable nouns.

- Students are familiar with doing role-play.

 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
 

- If students have difficulties in doing role play,
-> Monitor them and give them some examples to make stories.

- If time is running out,

-> Shorten the post activity and error correction time (cut-off plan)
- If students cannot understand clearly,

-> Provide more examples and explanations

- If there is more time than expected,

-> Give students more activities to practice countable/uncountable nouns with container words.

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	<Procedure>
“Hello, everyone! How are you doing?

You look Tired!!!

Did you have a good weekend? 
 What did you do last weekend?
(Ss answer and listen)
Ask me about my weekend!!

(Ss ask “What did you do on weekend?” or How did you do on weekend”) 

Yesterday, I went shopping at HomePlus with my girl friend to make dinner  
While I was shopping, suddnely I thought of all of you and then bought some things for us to eat together)
(Show Ss what I bought on the tray)
I will ask you What I bought, so look at these carefully for a while!

(Let the Ss look at the items for a while, then cover the tray with cloth to hide it. Ask Ss to recall)

What did I Show you?
(Ss answer…)

(write it on board!) / (divide two section for each word)

How many or How much ____ was(were) there??

(Ss answer and write it on the board) 

(elicit a / an , some from the objects)
Ok~ class!! 
What can we add more here??

(Ss answer and write it on board)

(Show realia to students)
(counting candies)
Look at these candies!.One, two, three, four… What am I doing? 
(Ss answer “counting”
(show pens and ask)

(Ss answer~!)

(Pointing the board) What are these words?

What kind of nouns?

(Ss answer)

So these are countable / uncountable niuns!!

So What is the dodays topic?? 

Ok~ countable and uncountable nouns (write it on the board )

Good job!!

Let’s check what we learned

(Show pictures)
What is this?? (check if Ss understand)

Ok~ good job~!!

	1. Making sentences (Using adverbs)
 
(Teacher hands out the complaining worksheets to students and put a picture ‘This is what he bought’ on the board.)

 

“Now we’re going to do some activities. First I want you to look at the worksheet that I just gave you. Look at the instruction in the middle of the paper.”
(Teacher reads the instruction)

 

“Now, look at the shopping list and the picture of what the husband bought. And write the sentences to explain his mistakes  I’ll give you an example.” 

 

Example) 1. There is much mayonnaise.

 

“Make sure that in the case of uncountable nouns, you can only use singular verbs. Use enough, too much, too many, fewer, less, more….”
(Write the adverbs on the board)

“You will have 8 minutes. I want you to work alone.”  
CCQ

“ How much time do you have?”
“ Are you going to work alone?”
“ Do you need to write some sentences to explain husband’s mistake?”
 
If students are finished, let them check answers with their partners.

If students need more time, give them a minute to finish it.

 
2. Feedback of activity
 
“OK, now, time is up. Let’s check the answers together.”
(Teacher check the answers with whole class)
2. Drilling
Ok class I’ll give you 7minutes, If you go on a pic nic with your family or spouse tomorrow, What do you want to buy in the market?

What are things in your shopping cart?

Make a shopping list and then make sentence what are in your shopping cart 

“ There ____ ________ in shopping cart”
(write it on the board)

(give papers to write down)

Work individually and compare it with your partner.

I’ll give you 8minutes

CCQ

“ How much time do you have?”
“ Are you going to work alone?”
“ What are you going to do?”
Ok~ class!! Good job!!!

Is there any question??

Let’s have more interesting time doing role playing!


 

 
Production:
Materials: white board and markers, 5copies of work sheets (Student A) and 5copies of work sheets (Student B)
	Time
	Set Up
	Description of activities
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1. Role play- preparation
 

(Handing out the role play work sheet (A and B) to students)
“OK, now I hope each of you has a role play worksheet. Your partner and you must have a different worksheet. One will be A, the wife and the other one will be B, the husband. As you did before, a wife will complain to the husband about what he bought.”
 

“You must not look at each other’s paper and you must write a number next to each food. You have 3 minutes to complete this form. Work individually. When you finish, we will start role-playing.”
CCQ

“ How much time do you have?”
“ Do you work alone?”
“ Do you complete this form?”
 
If students need more time, give them a minute to finish it.

If students are early finished than expected, let them practice the container words and adverbs with nouns.

 
2. Role play- practice
 

“OK, are you ready to do role play? Student A, the wife, looks at the other student’s paper, which is the husband’s, and compares it with your (wife’s) paper and starts to complain.” 

 

Example)
Wife: How much bread did you buy?
Husband: I bought 3 loaves of bread.

Wife: There is too much bread!

 

“You can make sentences using the words in the box from the bottom of your page. If you are still confused, then you can use the complaining sheet here as your guideline. You have 6minutes to do role play. When you finish, change your role with your partner.”
 

CCQ
“ How much time do you have?”
“ Are you going to work alone?”
“ Are you going to make sentences using the words in the box?”
 

3. Role play- performance
 

(Students show their role plays in front of the class.)

If there is not enough time, pick 2-3 pairs to present their role plays.

 

 

4. Feedback and concluding the lesson
 

(Teacher writes expressions on the board that students misspoke during their role plays.)

 

(If there are no mistakes, then summarize today’s grammar lesson briefly.)  

 

(Students listen and repeat the corrected expression from teacher.)
 
“Well done, everyone. Let’s wrap up this lesson here. I hope you enjoyed this class. See you next time.”
