	Ss listen to the music.
Some Ss sing along.

Most Ss answer the singer’s name.

Some Ss say she is a singer.

Other Ss say she is an actress.

Some Ss say he is a singer.

Other Ss say he is an actress.

Ss listen carefully to the teacher.

Ss guess what the teacher wants them to recognize.

Several Ss answer.

(Some might not know yet.)
	Play the MP 3,’Disco’(Um’s music)for 30 sec.
Ask Ss who it is.

Show Ss the movie poster of Um and ask Ss what her job is.

Show Ss the movie poster of Will and ask them what his job is(play Will’s mp3 as a back ground)

Tell Ss that she sings and acts, he sings and acts, they both sing and act.(stressing on ‘s’ when pronouncing sings and acts)

Elicit and ask Ss if they can guess what they will learn today.

 Introduce the topic, present tense, 3rd person + verbs.

	Ss look at the substitution table.
Ss listen to T reading carefully.

Ss concentrate on what 
T explains.

Ss listen and repeat after T.
The individuals respond to 

T’s instruction.

Ss listen, repeat, and respond to T’s instruction.

Ss change the T’s sentences to sentences that start with 3rd person as they are required by T.(answer altogether)

The individuals respond to T.
	Drilling 
Put the substation table on the board.(showing only affirmatives)

Ask Ss to listen what T reads and read the sentences slowly tapping each word with a pointer.

Explain the structure with simple and clear sentences.

Invite Ss to listen carefully and repeat after T.

Give Ss positive feedback.

(Good job!/Excellent!)

Pick 2 individuals and get them to practice a sentence in substitution table.

Unfold the negative substitution table and show it to Ss.
Drill as above.

CCQ

Ask the whole class to change sentences starting with 1st or 2nd person subject into sentences of 3rd person subject.

e.g.) T : I go to school.

(give Ss 3rd person subject like ‘she’,’he’,Tina’)

=> Ss : She goes to school.

Pick 2-3 individuals and invite them to change a sentence.

	Ss listen to the T’s instruction.
Individuals read the grammar practice worksheet and fill out the answers.

Some Ss might ask questions about what they don’t understand in the worksheet.
Ss answer the questions.

Some individuals who were pointed answer the questions.

Each pair has a different picture.

Ss look at the picture.

Ss listen to the teacher.
Ss respond to T’s question.

Ss work in pairs and discuss what sentences they can make from the picture.

Each pair describes the picture in front of the class.
	Distribute the grammar practice worksheet.
Instruction
Read the grammar practice worksheet and fill out the answers.

Get Ss to work individually.
Monitoring

- walking through the classroom and encourage Ss.(especially weak or shy Ss.)

CCQ

Check the answers.

Ask some questions to the whole class.

Ask some questions to individuals.

Divide Ss into 7 pairs and distribute pictures to each pair.

Instruction

Let Ss look at the picture and make more than 3 sentences that describe the picture using ‘3rd person + verbs’.

Show Ss an example.

e.g.)He wears a hat.
CCQ

Ask Ss what they are going to do from now on.

Monitor the pairs giving them positive feedback.

Invite the pairs to have a presentation with the picture.

Ss write down their sentences.

Some Ss make presentation about a person they like the most.

Others listen to the presentation.
	Instruction
Tell Ss to work in pairs and  introduce their favorite person each other  with 5-6 sentences using ‘3rd person + verbs’.

Show an example to Ss.

(*shown on page 7)
Encourage Ss to write the sentences down, too.

CCQ

Invite Ss to present their favorite person in front of the class.

Let volunteers do it first, then choose 7-8 Ss.

(If the time runs out, cut after 3-4 Ss finish the presentation.)

Encourage and praise Ss that they did a very good job.

Topic: She sings, He sings, They sing








Materials: 


Pictures(of Will Smith and Um Jeonghwa), MP3(of Will Smith and Um Jeonghwa: Gettin jiggy with it/Disco), substitution table(3rd person + verbs/affirmative and negative), board & marker, grammar practice worksheet(3rd person + verb’s’/affirmative ->negative), pictures(to describe)


























Aims: (Grammar)


- To learn how to use verbs when it comes to 3rd person in subject position.


- To be able to make affirmative and negative present tense sentences by creating various example sentences.


- To know some vocabulary related to occupation.


- To develop Ss’ speaking ability to express what they see and think by describing pictures and explaining about a person they like.


- To improve writing ability by writing sentences about their favorite person.














Language Skills:


Listening : teacher’s reading(drilling), instruction, pair work


Speaking : answering the questions, describing pictures, presentation


Reading : grammar practice worksheet


Writing : writing sentences about a person that Ss like the most





Language Systems:


Lexis : vocabulary related to occupation (in grammar practice worksheet)


Phonology : repeating after teacher


Discourse : pair working (picture description  and introducing a favorite person each other)


Function : completing sentences in the grammar practice worksheet using appropriate words that make sense


Grammar : writing a paragraph about a favorite person using ‘3rd + verbs’








Assumptions:


Ss already know Will Smith and Um Jeonghwa both sing and act.


Ss will be interested in this topic.


Ss have basic knowledge of vocabulary related to occupation.


Ss can describe and explain what they see and think with easy and simple words.


Ss can listen and understand clear and simple spoken English.


Ss are aware of 1st and 2nd person present tense structure.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss may not know some words related to occupation.


Explain the meaning using synonyms or examples.


Explaining should be very simple and clear because the emphasis is not on vocabulary in teaching grammar.


Ss may not be able to pick some characteristics from the picture when they try to describe it.


Give Ss some guiding questions that will help them describe it. e.g.) what does she wear on her wrist?


It may take longer for Ss to complete the grammar practice worksheet or to talk about the picture in pairs  and make sentences.


Cut at an appropriate point and do it altogether.


(set up changes from individuals or pairs to whole class.)
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
