- Focus on prepositions & adjectives

Lead-In
Time: 5min / Materials: Board & Board markers
Whole Class
Good morning everyone! How do you do today?
We’re going to learn some grammar today so you can describe what’s what and where.
Pre-Activity
Time: 10min / Materials: Worksheet, Board, Board markers
Whole Class
Today’s topic is called, “Where is what?”, but before we get on with the main exercise, let’s have a look at some vocabulary lists. (Hand out the worksheet)

Instruction


Match the vocabulary lists with the corresponding pictures. We’re going to work together.

Demonstration


“Couch potatoes just sit on their _____ with bags of crisps and watch TV all day” Can you guess the missing word with the correct definition from the list on your worksheet? I can give you more examples…

CCQ


What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone?
Individual
Let students make their own sentences using the new vocabulary one by one to see if they have really understood it. Give them some time to think before asking (3min).
Main Activity
Time: 25min / Materials: Worksheet, Board, Board markers, Pictures/photos of different rooms
Whole Class
Now we’re going learn adjectives. Do you know what an adjective is? If you do, please explain it to the class. (Direct the volunteered and hand out the Worksheet) Briefly explain what adjectives are. Do the example together.
Instruction

Decide whether the underlined word is a noun or an adjective (Task 2) on your own. You have 5min.

CCQ



What do you have to do?



Are you working alone?


How much time do you have?

Was it easy? Or confusing? Let’s go through this together now. (Check the answers together)
It’s time for the prepositions! (Draw pictures on the board to teach prepositions e.g. on(over), under(below), next to, between(through), at, on the wall, on the ceiling etc)
Now you’ve learnt prepositions as well! Get into groups of 2 and describe as much in detail of the picture you have to use both adjectives and prepositions (Hand out pictures) you have 3min to discuss.

- Join in and elicit if group is struggling.
Instruction
