	Aims:

· Ss will practice using articles through Article Machine.
· Ss will practice making questions for classmates about articles.



	Language Skills:

· Listening: T’s instruction and listening to the classmates.
· Speaking: Sharing their ideas and answering questions.

· Reading: Reading a dialogue from worksheet.

· Writing: Writing answers on their worksheet and making questions for other classmates.



	Language Systems:

· Phonology : Listening to the instructor and read aloud their answers.
· Grammar : Article

· Discourse : Sharing their ideas and opinions.

· Lexis : Learn vocabulary; Common noun and Proper noun.



	Assumptions:

· Some Ss can distinguish Common noun and Proper noun.
· Ss  have enough English ability to make some questions about articles.

· Ss are adults.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· If Ss don’t really understand how to use the article machine,
*Give them more examples by using proper noun and common noun.

· If you have too much time left

*Make them develop their own article machine so that they can practice again through developing process.

-Good. Proper nouns are the name of a particular person, place or thing and it always begins with capital letter.
